CHAPTER AL Introduction to the
Gospel of the Kingdom

Currently the eyes of Christians have become so cluttered with building a king-
dom for themselves right now on earth {and a kingdom that continues for one
thousand years of a fictious future kingdom on this old earth: please read
the Newsletter for April on ‘the millennium” movement}, and clouded by the
popular preachers of popularity with their versions of the Gospel of Prosperity
with promises in 2 years of a gold mine or oil well in every yard, that it is impos-
sible to see or remember the original “Gospel of the Kingdom” that Jesus
preached and taught.

Why should our Gospel today be any different from what Jesus taught and
preached. After all, if we are indeed Christians--another way to say followers of
Christ--then we have some time in the past become a part of this kingdom that
Christ established during His life on earth. Granted it is synonymous with the
church that is written in heaven (Hebrews 12:1), the only assembly that really
matters for membership that will live eternally on the new earth; and while some
churches right now that meet each Sunday here in American can easily have
some members in that eternal assembly written in heaven, that does not justify
the current false sense of security in local church membership, especially among
the Church of Christ denomination and the fundamentalists denominations.

You can see it what you will find in common among Church of Christ, fundamental-
ists that now control the SBC, and pentecostals and other Gospel of Prosperity
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stating “just relax and every thing will be okay” {this has gone on steadily
since 25 years ago when the Convention split, and what they are trying to
do primarily is to protect their retirements with the Relief and Annuity
Board, and their positions}; still, by and large, “millennium” remains an under-
ground concept, hardly understood by the majority of Christians, but periodi-
cally brought up from the pulpit and over the radio by such men as the younger
version of Jeremiah, who want to stir the pot, use some of their seminary
notes, or speak something novel from the pulpit. Throughout all these turbulent
50 years of SBC history and the ups and downs of fundamentalism {quite often
revived in the Calvary church movement}, one thing remains constant: the mil-
lennium movement contributes to the falling away as it distorts and crashes on
truth about the kingdom, the Holy Spirit versus Satan, eminence of the Second
Coming, and realities now of the Falling Away. For example this dream of the
millennium movement denies the present realities of the 4th stage of the Fall-
ing Away--"the turning away from truth”, after (1) intolerance toward sound
doctrine, (2) church members motivated by personal desires, and (3) the heap-
ing up of Bible teachers and preachers with itching ears by itching ears church
members {all this you will find, of course, in 11 Timothy 4:3,4), with wishful
thinking that Christians will be raptured away before the Falling Away; and
with the complex philosophies {originally from Darby and Scoffield} of the
millennium movement that build up all these false events, including one thou-
sand years of Christ reign on earth, that must happen before the Falling Away
and the Second Coming. In short, the whole atmosphere of the millennium
movement creates fictitious events and imaginations, that distract from (1) the
reality of the Falling Away now, and (2) the immanence of the Second Coming.
Also many other sound doctrines of the Bible become side casualties of this
false philosophy well developed by Scoffield, a divorced lawyer who as pastor
of the First Congregationalists Church in Dallas propagated a correspondence
course among backwoods preachers in Tennessee and Texas on “the millennium”
that later became the notes of the Scoffield Reference Bible, and is still pro-
moted by a society of that name in Memphis, Tennessee. {It sells Scofield
Reference Bibles, and except for the NOTES it is an exceptionally helpful
Bible. And the problem with the NOTES is that like the Mormons with
their King James Version with notes from Joseph Smith and Brigham Young
inserted, the NOTES are treated like Scripture.}

Our two most outstanding conservative Bible scholars on the book of Revela-
tion and eschatology {last things and last events} were Dr. Ray Summers who
formerly taught Greek, the book of Revelation, and eschatology at Southwest-
ern Seminary and through his helpful books of WORTHY 1S THE LAMB on rev-

elation and THE LIFE BEYOND on eschatology; and from Southern Seminary in

Louisville, McDowell with THE MEANING AND MESSAGE OF REVELATION.!
They both made efforts at peace making on the subject, and their approach can
be summarized like many of us today try to do on the subject of “millennium”: do
not discuss it and hope it will go away. Or stated in a more positive way, since
“millennium” is not a Bible word anyway, just preach and teach positively the
sound doctrines of the Bible on eschatology. Primarily teach and preach 11 The-
salonians, which will keep everybody straight; and then back it up with the clear
teachings of Jesus in Matthew 24 as a guideline to help in the interpretation of
the book of Revelation.

2-2: Get a Healthy Dose of 11 Thessalonians Before Revelation 20:2-7.

One of the most basic of principles of hermeneutics {Read the helpful book of
Bernard Ramm on THE SCIENCE OF BIBLICAL INTERPRETATION.}, is to allow
the easy to understand bulk of the New Testament to guide you in your under-
standing of the harder passages of the book of Revelation, like Revelation 20:2-
7 on the loosing and binding of Satan and “a/the” thousand years; rather than
throw out all your theology and Bible understanding previous learned when you
come to passages difficult to understand.

1. The stumbling block of interpretation of the millennium movement is that fun-
damentalists just will not admit that Satan was bound for “a/the” thousand years
when the Holy Spirit came on the first Day of Pentecost after the Ascension of
Christ, and that Satan is released when the Holy Spirit is withdrawn from earth.
This firm conviction and teaching of Il Thessalonians, like in the passage below,
should anchor the Bible reader when he comes to read passages like Revelation
20:2-7.

a. 1l Thessalonians.

“For the mystery of lawlessness is already at work; only He who now
restrains will do so until He is taken out of the way.” (11 Thessalonians 2:7)

b. Revelation 20:1-7.

1. One of the first things fundamentalists did after the SBC takeover was remove such good books from the Baptist
Book Store {also change the name to Christian Life Bookstore}, also remove such good teachers from Seminaries
and Baptist University, even pulpits when they could. One might compare it to the purgings of the Roman Catholic
churches of past history. This alone should tell you the real reason for the Convention takeover and splits, for sur-
vival of their millennium movement; and not the fictitious good explanations of current history books written by fun-
damentalists. They are even ashamed to admit in public what they did!
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“Then I saw an angel coming down from heaven, having the key to the bot-
tomless pit and a great chain in his hand. He laid hold of the dragon, that
serpent of old, who is the Devil and Satan, and bond him for a thousand
years.” (Revelation 20:1,2)

Although full of images not to be taken literal as Satan is not actually a dragon
or a serpent--he acts that way, used the snake to tempt Adam and Eve, who by
the way stood upright and was a beautiful creature before that; it is not a real
physical key or a real chain, and it is not a millennium of one thousand years,
the words “one” and millennium are not there--the thrust of the passage is pos-
itive reinforcement of 11 Thessalonians and much other related Bible on the
work of the Holy Spirit on earth that when the Holy Spirit came to earth in
great power on the first Day of Pentecost after the Ascension, the work that
He was given to do--convict the whole world of sin, of righteousness, and of
judgment (John 16:8-11)--served to “restrain” (Il Thessalonians 2:7) and “bind”
(Revelation 20:2) Satan for a very long period of time like “a” thousand years.
{In reality, since the Holy Spirit has not yet been withdrawn from earth,
it has been approximately 2000 years since Satan was bound, or so we
think. Pentecostals and others are still speaking in tongues--but will they
keep dong that after the withdrawal; and of course along with the
decrease in evangelism to almost zero because the Spirit is not at work
leading us, the peak in sin and lawlessness, the withdrawal of the Spirit
from earth will show in the 5 stage completion of the Falling Away. Yes,
also you will see the man of sin.}

However, if you wish you carry out the imagery of Revelation of the binding of
Satan with a chain, you will notice that all this did, just like a mad dog being
tethered to any chain, did not limit the fact that “he goes about as a lion seek-
ing whom he may devour”; and that Satan tempts us today like he did Jesus in
the wilderness with status and things of this world. {Never forget that it
is primarily the spirit within us that lusteth to envy, the covetousness and
greed, that tempts us to wrong more than Satan. That is the message of
James 4:5 and the book of James.}

2. That the angel, always the messenger of and from God with great power, is
carrying both a key and a chain is highly illustrative of where the Revelation
20:1-10 passage is headed, to the “lake of fire and brimstone” of 20:10,14,15.

“The devil, who deceived them, was cast into the lake of fire and brim-
stone where the beast and the false prophet are. And they will be tor-
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mented day and night forever and ever. (20:10)...Then Death and Hades
were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death (2:14)...And any-
one not found written in the Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire
(2:15).

2-2: Millennium Is Not a Bible Word or Concept, But a Philosophy.

It is a philosophy generated by two lawyers, Darby and Scofield which they have
tried to impose on the Bible. 1t is unfortunate that after the divorced lawyer
Scofield became pastor of the First Congregationalists church in Dallas, and
through largely a correspondence course among the backwoods preachers of the
South, fundamentalism and Bible Baptists through the Scofield Reference Bible
Notes {also imposed on real Bible} have continued as a throne in our flesh as
part of the Falling Away from truth.

NOTE: The following on “millennium” is posted online for reference, so that
we will not have to waste further time on the subject. You should know about
it, and the influence it exerts among Christian churches today; but you
should also not spend much time on it, deferring like the SunGrist_Bible min-
istry to presentation and beliefs on sound Bible doctrines. {Check the last
section of this subject for examples of the preaching of sound Bible doc-
trine.} 1t should be treated as another false gospel like the “Gospel of Pros-
perity”; and when you come down to the nitty-gritty both subjects divert
you into “materialism”, a work of Satan.

You will notice that “millennium” is a word never found in the Bible. For one rea-
son it is Latin, and a Latin version of the Bible was not written until years after
the original manuscripts of Bible books were written in Greek. “Millennium” if you
check Webster's dictionary is not even the vulgar Latin of the Roman Empire: it
is the new Latin of approximately 1638. You will find the following directly from
the dictionary.

“New Latin, from Latin mille thousand + New Latin -ennium (as in biennium)
Date: circa 1638”

Fundamentalists in efforts to indoctrinate you on their unsound truths about
eschatology {last events and things} try to force you to read “millennium” into
the “a thousand years” {3 times} and “the thousand years” {3 times} of Revela-
tion 20:2-7. Notice carefully in the reading of Revelation 20:2-7 with the six
times mention of “a thousand years” or “the thousand years”, the word “one” is
never used for “one thousand years”; and yet these fundamentalists of the SBC
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and other groups would have you impose on the Bible of Revelation 20 a “one
thousand years” which is in the definition of millennium.

1 a : the thousand years mentioned in Revelation 20 during which holiness is to
prevail and Christ is to reign on earth b : a period of great happiness or human
perfection

2 a: aperiod of 1000 years; especially :one reckoned from the beginning of the
Christian era *at the start of the third millennium* b : a 1000th anniversary or its
celebration.

Remember also that the number “1000” is also not in Revelation 20: it is “a
thousand years” or “the thousand years”. Granted that this hypothetical “mil-

lennium” of the fundamentalists, coming years ago from a divorced lawyer! who
became pastor of the First Congregationalists church in Dallas and taught a
correspondence course of Millenniumism to backwoods preachers in Texas,
Arkansas, and Tennessee {later was incorporated into the famous Scofield
Reference Bible, and promoted by an organization in Memphis by the same
nem}.that is to repeat to get where this argument is headed, this hypothetical
“millennium” does have a definition and concept of “one” in the “one thousand
years” definition; but there is absolutely no reason that you should impose
“one” on Revelation 20, much less impose the definition of “millennium” on Reve-
lation 20; and above all in the very important methods of interpretation of the
Bible {called “hermeneutics” among the teachers and students of Bible
interpretation}, you should never come to this part of the Bible, and any part
of the Bible, with preconceived ideas, concepts, and definitions that you try to
impose on the Bible. This in the science of Bible interpretation {hermeneutics}
is called “isogesis”, for reading meaning into the bible; as contrasted to “exege-
sis” which is the reading of meaning out of the Bible.

2-1: Why Is It Important?

Granted we also run the risk as we bring the level of Bible discussion, like this,
down to the level of the fundamentalists, of “much ado about nothing”; or as it
has been stated in past theological discussions, to the level of “how many angels
could you put on a dime”. Even more important for Christians, we run the risk
of doing, like the fundamentalists and the Pharisees before them, of “straining
at a gnat {on theology and Bible} and swallowing a camel”.

1. Scofield got his mis-directions from another lawyer, Darby of an earlier generation in Ireland.
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Why then get down to this level of the: “one thousand years” of the millennium”
versus the “a thousand years” and “the thousand years” of Revelation 20. Well,
the most obvious answer is that “a” and “the” are in the Scripture of Revelation
20:2-7, not the “one thousand years” of the definition of millennium. Even more
so, two thousand years have already passed since the giving of the Bible to earth
residents, and we do not see this hypothetically kingdom on earth set up on earth
{nor will we ever see it as given in the definition of millennium above, both
from the dictionary and Scofield}.

In the name of a consistent interpretation of the total context of the New Tes-
tament and Bible on eschatology, and as related to other Bible truths such as
about the Holy Spirit and the binding of Satan, this hypothesis is presented
right now in a positive manner before dealing further with these foolish argu-
ments heard yesterday on the radio from a young pastor, perhaps a junior ver-
sion of Dr. Jeremiah, definitely a recent seminary graduate, probably of the
“calvary” type {not the Calvary of Jesus in the Bible, but the current church
movement which uses the word as a magic buzz word to build their own king-
dom}; and who stirs the same pot of “Millenniumism” that split the SBC approxi-
mately 25 years ago, and continues to be a thorn in the flesh between
fundamentalists who control the SBC and other baptists.

Hypothesis: the “a thousand years” and the “the thousand years” is a variable

like X, which is the equivalent of “last days"! (Acts 2:16-21 and Joel 2:28-32) in
the Bible, that started with the Coming of the Holy Spirit to earth and ends with
the Second Coming of Christ, a little longer than the withdrawal of the Holy

Spirit (Il Thessalonians 2:7), X is already greater than 2000 years2 {X > 2000
years or X GT 2000 years}; and that this interpretation of Revelation 20:2-7 is
more in keeping with the total context of the Bible, especially like in 11 Peter 3:8
where “one day” is like “a thousand years”, and “a thousand years” is like “one
day”.

1. Inthe nature of progressive revelation from God in the Bible, alias God patiently through thousands of years has led
to the complete of the Bible as the Word of God, here a little and there a little; so that to last days, the addition of the
concept of thousand years adds that the last days are much longer than many read into the Bible.

2. What solidifies this as the only correct interpretation is that Christian martyrs, those who die for Christ by blood, are
resurrected immediate to live and reign with Christ for this variable, X, of a thousand years; and naturally any such
martyrs now Killed as they are in so many other parts of the world, have much less of the two thousand years to live
and reign with Christ before the Second Coming. Martyrs have died in all generations since the Ascension of Christ,
and that alone makes a thousand or the thousand a variable of X. Read again Revelation 20:2-7 again, and you will
see it. John and the Holy Spirit did not want everyone being able to read and understand the book of Revelation; and
a good job was done, especially on lawyers, with Word of God like in Revelation 20. They get so confused that they
can not even think straight.
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NOTE: Be careful again in the reading of meaning into 11 Peter 3:8, exe-
gesis {not isogesis} of the wording is “one day” and “a thousand years”.
Again like in Revelation 20:2-7 it never says “one thousand years”. And
again the isogesis of “one” in one thousand years comes out of only the
definition of millennium, which is never, ever taught in the Bible.

Why is this subject important?

1. Already established in the hypothesis above, this is the most consistent
interpretation of total Bible context, making the “a/the thousand years” the
equivalent of the “last days”. Unlike dynamically and confidently stated by this
younger version of Jeremiah on the radio {we now have a new generation of
seminary graduates like Mark Lowry said of old time evangelists, “they are not
always right, but never in doubt”, who stir up the pot dogmatically on Millenni-
umism}, how we interpret Revelation 20:2-7 and Millenniumism determines our
whole approach to Bible interpretation, we should never base our whole
approach to Bible interpretation on the hardest part of the Bible to under-
stand. {Read some hermeneutics, you start with and stay with by way of
Bible interpretation the easiest to understand, and then work your way up
to the hardest, never along the way overthrowing the easiest in favor of
the harder.}

2. As long as preachers like this younger Jeremiah and the church members
they convince on Millenniumism, look for a one thousand years kingdom on
earth, they will never accept the realities of the Bible and the world today,
that churches and denominations are well into the Falling Away.

3. No matter how much they inconsistently preach and believe an immanent
return of Christ, waiting for a first one thousand years kingdom on earth,
delays {in their minds} the Second Coming of Christ. Dr. Jeremiah admitted
this recently, not in so many words but rather in his illustrations, when a little
girl, church member of his congregation, told him that “you talk about Christ
coming soon, then you tell of all these things that must happen first”. Yes, “a
child shall lead them”, and “out of the mouth of babes comes wisdom”.

4. This unsound doctrine of Millenniumism takes the focus off the Bible truths
of the kingdom established by Christ in the first century, putting them on a
hypothetical kingdom reign of Christ on this earth for one thousand years.
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5. It takes the focus off the fully completed kingdom of Christ that will be fully
established on the new earth immediately after the Second Coming of Christ.

6. It is a large nail in the coffin of local churches and denominations {Christianity
in general} as “they turn away from the truth”, the fourth and almost final stage
of the Falling Away (11 Timothy 4:4,5). The fifth and last stage, the one of
American churches, like the rest of the world, over the precipice of the com-
plete turning away from truth and the completion of the Falling Away, is “they
are turned into fables”!

2-2: Millenniumism Contributes Greatly to Turning Away from Truth.

This whole “Millenniumism” preaching, teaching, and belief is far more dangerous
that we conservative believers and preachers of the Bible have chosen to accept
as we have tried to ignore the subject. Once again, “the children of this world
are wiser than the children of light”. They have been emotional about it always as
you will notice the rare times it is discussed. To them a proper interpretation of
“millenniumism” has been made synonymous with salvation. Back in the 1950s
while my wife, a Tennessee southern baptist from her roots, was in nurses train-
ing at Baptist Memorial Hospital in Memphis, a preacher asked her what her
young preacher fiancee believed about the Scofield Bible notes on the millen-
nium; and when you said, she didn‘'t know {she didn‘t know either what those
notes were}, naturally and immediately replied, “Oh you should know as they tell
what kind of Christian and Bible believer he is.”

And just when we thought the fundamentalists of today had dropped the subject
like their forefathers who split the SBC in the name of Millenniumism, along yes-
terday came this younger version of Jeremiah on the radio.

1. It distorts our Bible truth on the Falling Away.

In spite of the overwhelming evidence that the world and churches are going
spiritual and physically bankrupt, the philosophy of this movement from the devil
has such a hold on church leaders that they will not admit that we are now in the
fourth stage of the Falling Away--turn away from truth--and about to go over
the precipice of the fifth stage, be turned into fables.

2. It distorts our Bible truth on the Second Coming.

Their addition of all these extra events and years, takes away from all the Scrip-
tures which urge “watch now” and “wait now”.
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3. It distorts our Bible truth on the kingdom.

They tend to overlook and under emphasize the kingdom of God that was
established by God through Christ during Christ's first advent on earth, and
also to ignore the kingdom of God to be established on the new earth as the
fulfillment of the completed kingdom of God. That time when heaven and earth
become one, and the New Jerusalem is lowered to Mount Zion from heaven.
With this isogesis technique of the millennium, they are also led to misapply
and misinterpret, based on their confusion about a thousand year reign of
Christ, that all those promises of the Old Testament of future peace, for
example as the lion lays down with the Lamb, and the re-establishment of the
new Israel, to this fictitious one thousand year reign of Christ on earth before
the Second Coming.

4. 1t distorts our Bible truth on the Body Resurrection of Christians.

Besides the non-biblical word of millennium, fundamentalists have added the
word rapture out of wishful thinking so that church members and other Chris-
tians will not have to be on earth during the final tribulation and the Falling
Away. Dream on, ‘ole isogetical ones!

5. It distorts our Bible truth on the Holy Spirit.

They will not admit: (1) that the Holy Spirit will be withdrawn from the earth
at the beginning of the “little while”; (2) that the binding of Satan was when
the Holy Spirit came in great power and glory on the first day of Pentecost
after the Ascension of Christ; (3) they deny that the loosing of Satan is when
according to 11 Thessalonians 2:7 the Holy Spirit is “taken away” by God the
Father; and (4) they deny that the Holy Spirit's coming and going determines
the period of the “last days”. You see, they just do not want to give God the
Holy Spirit credit for anything, preferring to give in the millennium movement
the credit to Scoffield and Darby.

6. It distorts our Bible truth on the “last days”.

They completely ignore in their “pick and chose” methods of Bible interpreta-
tion what Peter told, based on the quote from Joel 2:28-32, to listeners on the
first Day of Pentecost after the Ascension, that this day the beginning of the
last days was fulfilled before their very eyes. And that these last days would
clearly run all the way to the end of time, that is until the “great and terrible
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day of the LORD” and Lord; that in between would be many signs in the heavens
above and the earth beneath, signs that the whole creation is groaning in child
birth to bring in the new earth, and signs that it is rapidly now coming to a great
climax of entropy.

7. It distorts our Bible truth on the “binding” and “loosing” of Satan.
It strains the imagination of what they think presently binds the work of Satan.
8. It distorts our Bible truth on the New Earth.

Have you ever heard your fundamentalists preacher speak of the new earth? No,
there is hardly room in their books of sermons.

9. It distorts our Bible truth on materialism and righteousness. It is a very good
companion false belief with the “Gospel of Prosperity”.

There must be a lot of truth in what Henry Steele Commager, the outstanding
scholar at Amherst on American Studies, said about fundamentalism: “it was
started by a group of millionaires in California.” Certainly the twin false doc-
trines of the Gospel of Prosperity and the Millennium helps businessmen, the
greedy, and the worldly rationalize their own way of life and secondary commit-
ment to God and Christ in favor of “success”, wealth, and status in the world.

10. It promotes disunity, lack of harmony, and lack of love among Christians in
the name of an inerrant Bible that only they know about.

Like W. A. Criswell said to Bill Moyer, and in the name of all fundamentalists, we
are going to keep fighting until one side or the other wins. They did as careers
and reputations of good Southern Baptists pastors and teachers were
destroyed; as the Southern Baptist Convention was split into 3 conventions; and
as evangelism and church attendance decreased steadily during the last 20
years. Once upon a time Southern Baptists were uniqgue among main line Protes-
tants: now just like them, thanks to the fundamentalists, they are also on a
decline like them.

11. It is synonymous with an elite of exclusive attitude forbidden in I Corinthians
14, that the “Bible came to them only, or came out of their group”.
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They have by and large now gone underground with that elite attitude of all the
answers; but occasionally like with the young Dr. Jeremiah mentioned earlier,
you will hear it spoken. A fighting attitude, an exclusive attitude, and an atti-
tude of literalism {literal only on certain pick and chose scriptures} and lack
of love. It is the same attitude condemned by Paul in I Corinthians 14:36, you
know that attitude, that the Bible came to them only or that they originated
the Bible.

2-3: It is always Preferred to Positively Preach Good Sound Bible Doctrine.

No, we are not going to stay down at this level; and we never do, however you
must recognize the major trust of SunGrist_Bible continues with the rescue of
sound doctrine and the preaching and teaching of sound doctrine. For refer-
ence and reminders, you are reminded to check out the following that we were
on the biblecombibleman.com website long ago.

2-4: Positive Bible Doctrines to Keep In Your Head and Faith.

1. The “last days” of the New Testament started on the first day of Pentecost
after the Ascension of Christ and runs through to the Second Coming of
Christ.

2. The binding of Satan was when the Holy Spirit came to the earth in great
power on the first day of Pentecost after the Ascension, and runs until accord-
ing to 11 Thessalonians when the Holy Spirit is withdrawn from the earth.
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3. The kingdom of Christ, clearly foretold in Daniel as a kingdom that God Him-
self would set up and “leave not to others” {implying the Holy Spirit would pro-
mote it through convictions on righteousness, sin, and belief}, was set up in a
small nucleus during the life of Christ, as predicted has grown larger and larger
as you can tell by the souls already in heaven waiting to be placed after the Sec-
ond Coming on the new earth; and which will be all the new inhabitants of the new
earth after the Second Coming.

4. Second Timothy 4:3,4 teaches a 5 stage Falling Away with Bible and current
news evidence among the churches and God's people indicating that we are on the
precipice of the fourth stage, the point of no return when the majority of God's
people turn away from truth.

5. Two large directives from God are going on at the world scene scale that can
be easily confused: (1) God continues like in Old Testament and NT days to bring
calamities on His own people in order to get their attention in the direction of
righteousness; and (2) the earth daily dies with things like earthquakes and hur-
ricanes--"wonders in the heavens above and the earth beneath, fire and blood
and vapor of smoke”, like a woman has pains during child birth, as the old earth
delivers into the new earth.

will be universal during the Millennial.” Fundamentalists of the Millenium
Movement have become more suseptible as victims of Messianic Judaism,
because it has been so easy for them to apply Scriptures about the new
earth to ones about a thousand year kingdom on earth of Jews and Gentiles.
Also because of their so-called “literal” pick and chose method of Bible
interpretation. {What you really want to do on Scripture is to careful
look at the Old Testament law and prophet quotes God consider most
important to include in the New Testament for Gentiles and Jews, then
let the New Testament in the same con- text as the quote, interpret
them for you, as we will do in these studies in the coming months on
GOSPEL OF THE KINGDOM, JEREMIAH, AND PROPHESY.}

Fundamentalists hardly ever just live Scripture alone to say exactly what
it wants to say. A case in point, in the first Sunday of 2000 when
Rogers preached a message on “after six days they went up to...”; and it was
amazing what happened during those six days, such as all the last events of
eschatology. Another case in point for the Gentile fundamentalists of Mes-
sianic Judaism is what they do with the word “Word” in John chapter 1. It
is obvious that the Word is the name chosen by God, and previously given to
the Apostle John in the book of Revelation to describe Christ, as the also
Pre-exitent Christ; yet when they get through with the “Him” of “and by
Him were all things made that was made”, and the Christ as “the Word made
flesh who dwelt among us and we beheld His glory”...such a real person...yet
as they develop their theories of the Toral, first five books of Moses and
the Oral Traditon {such as in the Talmud and Midrash}, this Word dedi-
cated to Christ is considered by them to be the Torah. You would think it
was Karl Barth re-incarnated with his philosophy of Word and existential-
ism.

In this day and time of the widespread promugation of so much unsound
doc- trine, the widespread popularity of movements and teachers of what
Paul in 11 Timothy 4:3,4 would call “itching ears teachers”, the result of
according to this Scripture of the Word of God coming from: (1) they have
already turned away from, or in the process of turning away from sound
teachings and doctrine--"they will not endure sound doctrine”; (2) they are
motivated by some specific personal or group personal desires to latch onto
and propagate some very spe- cific doctrine like “Messianic Judaism”, even
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if it is just for status, recognition, novelty, or money--"out of their own
desires will they heap up to themselves teachers with itching ears”. (11 Timo-
thy 4:3,4a)

Messianic Judaism is by far not to be singled out as the number enemy move-
ment against the “faith once delivered to the saings”, but it is rather just
another Movement like the “Millennium Movement” that must be dealt with
solid Bible teaching and preaching. As always and according to Scripture, the
best way to counter such unsound doctrine is: (1) to discover the source that
feeds such efforts in the specific desires that the movement satisfies of the

Messianic Movement adherents; (2) preach and teach sound Bible and sound
Bible doctrine, recallin that “the pattern of sound words” must be considered
along with sound doctrine.

3-1: How Do We Find the Personal Wants that Motivate the
Adherents?

1. A good starting place is the definition of the “Learning Channel” and then
“Messianic Judaism”.

a. It is a shame to lose some ground of sound doctrine by using their own
name for this American movement of Messianic Movement, but “God's Learn-
ing Chan- nel” is what they chose to call themselves. Like the Mormons,
Roman Catholics, and so many other progenitors of undoctrines, they major in
half truth.

God's Learning Channel (or GLC) is a Judeo-Christian television network
which is based in the Southwestern United States. Based on the Messianic
Judaism movement, it describes itself as "teaching the Torah and the true
roots of Christianity”, and its pro- gramming features a mixture of Christian
and Jewish teachers.

b. What is their motivation according to them?

GLC focuses on several main aspects that affect the Church today: (1) Bridg-
ing the gap between Christians and their Hebraic heritage; and (2) Standing
against Replacement Theology by proving through scripture that Christians
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do not Replace the Jews as the Chosen people, but are rather grafted in to
the promises given to their father Abraham.

c. “Messianic Judaism”.

Messianic Judaism is a religious movement that differs from mainstream
Christianity

and from Judaism by combining elements of each into a single faith.

Like other Christian groups, its adherents believe that Jesus of Nazareth
(to whom many Messianic Jews prefer to refer by the Aramaic form of his
name, Yeshua) is the resur- rected Messiah and often the Divine Sav-
lor.[1][2][3] Messianic Judaism adds to this

some observance of Jewish Law, which is not generally practiced (and often
discouraged)

in Christian churches.[4] These observances include observing the Sabbath
from Friday sundown until Saturday sundown, abstaining from pork, shell-
fish, and other foods forbid- den by Jewish law, and the observance of
some Jewish holidays. As of 2003, there were at

least 150 Messianic congregations in the U.S. and over 400 worldwide.[5]
By 2008, the number of Messianics in the United States was around a quar-
ter million.[6] The number of Messianic Jews in Israel is reported to be
anywhere between 6,000 and 15,000 members, including the mainly Messi-
anic Jewish village of Yad HaShmona, near Jerusa- lem.[7][8] There are
200 Messianic groups in Israel.[9] Some Messianic Jews are ethnically Jew-
ish, and argue that Messianic Judaism is a sect of Judaism.[10] Ortho- dox,
Conservative, Reform and Reconstructionist Judaism are, however, unani-
mous in their rejection of Messianism as a form of Judaism.[11][12] Both
Christians and Jews consider Messianic Judaism to be a form of Christian-
ity,[13] seeing Messianic belief in the divinity of Jesus as the defining
distinction between Christianity and Judaism.[11][13][14] The Supreme
Court of Israel has ruled that the Law of Return should treat ethnically
Jewish individuals who convert to Messianic Judaism in the same way as it
treats Jews who convert to Christianity.[15]

2. While the official claim of the GLC is to bridge the gap with Judaism and
counter the replacement theology that Gentiles becoming the people of
God replaced the Jews as the people of God; both are exaggerations, the
gap and the replacment, like the rumor of the death of Mark Twain, have
both been greatly exaggerated--to be considered more as straw men of
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the GLC sect. Anytime, the book of Romans is taught and preached in its
entirity, as we will do in the coming weeks, it is also taught that a few Jews
and many Gentiles would make up the kingdom of God until “the fulness of the
Gentiles” was com- plete, and then with the “All Israel shall be saved”, the
new Israel of Gentiles and Jews, is the implication, like we see in the 6-15
thousand Messianic Jews in Israel, that more Jews will be saved. Not neces-
sarily the whole present nation of Israel will turn to Christ as our good
brethren B. H. Carroll thought, and not necessarily the 144,000 that others
have numbered, but enough to consider a revival among the Judaism commu-
nity as they turn to Jesus of Nazareth as the Christ. As we will see later
with a review of the Great Jerusalem Circumcision Conference of the First
Century the sect of the Pharisees were trying to make more Pharisees, even
Chrisitian Gentile Pharisees; the Scofield Reference Bible with its notes
on the Millennium Movement is trying to sell more Bibles; and the light of the
southwest is trying to promote and finance themselves.

To start the spread of a few facts to disperse from the Bible and other
sources, some of these straw men of the gap and replacement, when you look
up online “Messianic Judaism”, you will see an ad of Christian Evagelism stat-
ing its goal is to see the fulfillment of Romans 11:11 for the Jews:

“lI say then, have they stumbled that they {the Jews} should fall?Cer-
tainly not!But through their fall, to provoke them to jealousy; salvation
has come to the Gentiles.” (Romans 11:11)

3-2: Replacment Theology.

We don't wish to be like the fundamentalists before their takeover of the
SBC, back when they were called by themselves “Bible Baptists”, of whom you
always knew “more what they were against than what they were far”, and led
us while growing up in SBC work in Texas to call them “feudamentalists”.
However, it is good to mention this little bit of recent and oral history, as
this same exclusive and negative attitude that started the fundamentalists
along their path to popu- larity may also be the “personal wants and desires”
of 11 Timothy 4:3,4 that we are looking for. Ultimately, surely such a fight-
ing and excluive attitude can be traced tot he same roots that Paul through
the Word of God condemed in I Corinthians 14:xx as: (1) did the Word of
God originate with you; and (2 did the Word of God come to you only.
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1. Definition of Replacement Theology.

Once again from Wikipedia, a good starting place, on the defintion of
“superses- sionism” or “replacment theology”.

“Supersessionism and replacement theology or fulfillment theology are
Christian inter- pretations of New Testament claims, viewing God's
relationship with Christians as being either the "replacement” or "fulfill-
ment” or "completion” of the promise made to the Jews (or Israelites) and
Jewish Proselytes. Biblical expressions of God's relationships with people
are known as covenants,[1] so the contentious element of supersessionism
is the idea that the New Covenant with the Christians and the Christian
Church replaces, fulfillsor completes the Mosaic Covenant (or Torah) with
the Israelites and B'nei Noah.”

2. More Bible, Less Theology.

Anytime a group starts using words that extra-biblical--that is, not found
in the Bible, you can suspect that “itching ears Bible teachings are on the
way” {Jesus was less kind to such movement adocates, calling them “false
teachers and false prophets”; and further stating that this would be a dom-
inant charcteristic of the final days of the “last days”, espe- cially during
the Falling Away before the “little while”.} Christians, Churches, and
Denominations have become so suspectible today to such unsound doc-
trines of the Millennium Movement and the Messianic Judaism Movement,
because they fall to admit {perhaps self-denial on a large group scale} and
recognize that we are well into the Falling Away of Il Timoth 4:3,4. You
just can not explain all this unsound doctrine and teachings, and so much of
it in some many diverse ways, unless you admit to the five stages of the
Falling Away: (1) churches and Christians cease to “endure sound doctrine”,
alias will not put up with it or tolerate sound doctrine {years ago Peter Mar-
shall describe this first stage as “if you stand for nothing, you fall for any-
thing”; and the common American practice of “I never discuss religion and
politcis” describes something of the American character and personality
that assisted in this falling away from sound doctrine, which is really not a
falling away from church or church membership but is a FALLING AWAY
FROM GOD, CHRIST, AND BIBLE TEACH- INGS}; (2) church members and
other Christians became far more motivation by what they wanted as inidi-
viduals and groups than what the pastor wanted, what Christ wanted, and
what the Bible taught; (3) these “want” motivations also led them to go out,
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seek and find, itching ears Bible teachers that would agree with their wants,
encourage them along the lines of their wants, rationalize their motivations
and desires, and just plain pat them on the back as the elect people of God;
(4) armed with these itching ears teachers, preachers, so-called Prophets
and evangelists, and members {'like the people like the priest, and vice versa},
there was a whole scale Falling Away movment in the world and the United
States {in America, it started with the great influx after Billy Graham of the
Gospel of Prosperity itching ears teachers and preachers} of “turning away
from truth”, and that is where what is loosely called the American Church
{not at all the same as the church of the firstborn written in heaven
(Hebrews x:xx)} finds it self today. American Christianity is presently in the
process of a wholesale “turning away from truth”.

NOTE: This was what was meant when earlier it was stated that Messi-
anic Juda- ism and the Millennium Movement should not be singled out for
resuce of sound doctrine; for they are just a couple among the man of
turnings away from truth. If we are to try to get to the source, it is not
in a battle against all these “itching ears teachings” which contain some
half turth; for if we are not careful, we can oppose the half that is true
according to the Bible. Rather in order to rescue sound doc- trine in
American Christianity, or in the vast body of people disgusted with
churches and denominations who still consider themselves spiritual, we
must: (1) preach and teach sound Bible and sound Bible doctrine including
the pattern of sound words; (2) expose these motivations of church mem-
bers as their own per- sonal desires and wants, and not based on Scrip-
ture {quite often based on opinions, old wives tales, and distortions and
rationalizations from Scripture}; (3) recognize, expose, and do not sup-
port nor “heap up” popular preachers of prosperity and the millennium
movement and the Messianic Movement, and many others {Satan has hun-
dreds of tricks in his bag that are coming out as he sees the time of
release from bondage as the Holy Spirit is withdrawn from earth, and
the final few days of the “little while” start}; and (4) try to no lend sup-
port to “the turning away from truth”, or more evangelistically try to
resist {by the way a loosing battle that we still must fight} this nation
and world wide Turning Away from Truth of the Falling Away.

NOTE: You know the real cure in “Preach the Word; be instant in season
and out of season. REPORVE, REBUKE, EXHORT WITH ALL LONG SUF-
FEREING AND DOCTRINE! *“For the time will come....” (11 Timothy
4:3,4)
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3-3: Teaching Bible from Romans and Hebrews on the Old
Testament.

What can we do right now, to meet the challenge of the hour, in order to
fulfill the general command to preach and teach the Word? One solution
offered is to read carefull, or teach and preach the Book of Romans--a very
significant part of the Word of God; and while you read it, note all the OId
Testament quotes, then look them up in the Old Testament in their original
context.

1. Did you know that what the quotes in the New Testament really are?
They are what God considered as most important for Chrsitians to know
about the Old Testament. While we can appreciate the efforts of the Mes-
sianic Movement at the Torach, both the first 5 books of Moses and oral
tradition of Judaism like for example in the Talmud and Mispha, since that
iIs some Bible; the better and toal perspective is in what God years ago
chose to include in the books of the New Testament, Romans and Hebrews
being the most significant repositories of Old Testament quotes, from the
Old Testament.

NOTE: In other words, what is most important and most inclusive of
what God wants us to know from the whole Old Testament is the quotes
He had included in the original writing of the New Testament.

2. All divergent philosophies and movements of the past, including the
starting of certain churches and denominations, happened as groups of
people and so- called scholars went to pot exclusive on one verse or one sec-
tion of the Bible. Now, and in this time of the Falling Away of the last days,
we see primarily 4 movements: Chaismatic, Gospel of Prosperity, Millen-
nium, and Messianic Juda- ism. And what they all have in common, and with
so many other sectarian move- ments of the past in Christianity, is that
they take part of the Word of God and “go everywhere preaching”.

3-4: This is a sect like reprimanded in the Jerusalem Council.

Not the Jews of the Messianic Judaism who have the courage to confess
faith in Christ, but in the Gentiles like those of the GLC we have another
sect like that of the Pharisees, Acts 15:5, who tried to force circumcision
and the total law of Moses on new Christian Gentile converts.
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“But some of the sect of the Pharisees who believed, rose up, saying, ‘It
IS necessary to circumcize them, and to command them to keep the law of
Moses.” (Acts 15:5)

1. Some of these Jews, in this case fron the Jewish sect of Pharisees, want
new Christian converts to be just like them; and in the Messianic Judaism
mov- ment what we have is a sect of Christians, not Jews but Gentiles, who
want other Christians in America to be like them.

2. They rose up, that is caused a turmoil among first century Christians; and
today, the GLC--once again not that wonderful group of Messianic Jews
in Israel numbering between 6,000 and 15,000--but a group of Gentiles of
the GLC are causing a turmoil among Christians in the Southwest around Mid-
land where they preach.

3. Both sects were and are trying to put additional requirements on Chris-
tians that are not necessary. Specifically this sect of the GLC and the past
sect of the Pharisees have tried to levy requirements on Gentiles to be
cicrumcized and to keep the total law of Moses.

4. Actually I think what is not clear, and what the GLC does not make clear,
is that what they want Christians to keep is the Torah, which is both the 5
books of Moses, the Pentateuch, and the Oral Traditon of Judaism, which is
very large and very demanded.

5. The harm that this GLC effort is: (1) it places unncessary requirments on
Christians; (2) it substitutes minors for majors; and (3) it easily flows in a
righ- teousness by law instead of a righteousness by faith which is the major
trust of Jesus, the Apostles, and the New Testament. {Even the OIld Testa-
ment if you read the Prophets closely, like in Jeremiah, and our recent
studies on Jeremiah.}

3-5: Let “Light of Southwest™ note the verdict of the Council.

And at the same time they are creating this little condemned revival of the
Torah, written and oral tradtion, let them simultaneously create a revival of
the total Word of God like in Acts 15:23-29. Let the GLC read again the out-
come of he Jerusalem Council in the letter sent out by the Apostles, elders,
and brethren of Acts 15:23-29:
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“The apostle, the elders, and the brethren, To the brethren who are of
the Gentiles in Anti- och, Syria, and Cillicia: Greeetings. Since we have
heard that some who went out from us have troubled you with words,
unsetting your souls {this seems to be what GLC is doing more than
making converts, by thinking active church members believe that they
have left out something required for salvation}, saying, ‘You must be
circumcized and keep the law'--to whom we gave no such commandment-
-1t seemed good to us, being assembled with one accord, to send cho-
sen men to you with our beloved Barnabas and Paul, men who have
risked their lives for the name of the Lord Jesus Christ. We have
therefore sent Judah and Silas, who will also report the same things by
word of mouth.

For it seemed good to the Holy Spirit, and to us, to lay upon you no
greater burden than these necessary things: that you abstain from
things offered to idols, from blood, from things strangled, and from
sexual immorality. If you keep yourselves from these, you will do well.
Farewell.”

1. Hopefully, you noted the “NECESSARY THINGS”. And those are the
key words, what is necessary in order to be a Christian, and in order to live
the life style of a Christian. Some things, GLC can come up with, are inter-
esting {in fact so trivial from the perspective of what is most important and

from the New Testament for Christians today, it is like “busy Work”l}; but
NOT NECESSARY. {lIt is only necssary to promote and finance a
unigueness to their own ministry, or even their own status and ego like
the sect of the Pharisees tried to do.}

There is a lot to be said for choosing the same words that the Bible uses.
In reality it is what Paul called “the pattern of sound words”. It is closely
akin to sound doctrine itself; and certainly to chose Bible words, rather
than these new words about the Torah that you are hearing {do not of
course exclude the 10 commandments as they fulfill the toal intent
from God of the law, and faith}. Any time you hear new sounds, new
words, new concepts, you can pretty count on it like in the Millennium Move-

1. It seems that some weird school, somewhere trained them for years primarily on Hebrew and the Old Testament
law, and now they want to place the misery of their tangents on Christians. Essential, no; not enough necessary!
The law was good when it was still “our schoolmaster to bring us to Christ”, but once in Christ there is no need for
retreads and retards!
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ment or the GLC version of Messianic Judaism that it is the condemned
“itching ears” teaching and preaching of Il Timothy 4:3,4, that goes with
intolerance toward sound doctrine, personal wishes, desires, and wants, a
turning away from truth, and a turnig into fables.

2. James and the First Apostles recognize the keeping of the toal Law of
Mose as far as rules, rituals, statutes, and regulations as a BURDEN. It is
and was an unnessary burden!

3.These same Apostles like James, Peter, and Paul wrote Scriptures of the
Word of God to prevent such frivolity {unnecessary things} and burdens, pri-
marily to explain salvaton and righteousness as by faith and grace.

3-6: Law and Faith in Jeremiah.

Such retards {retreads} toward the rules and regulations of the Old Cove-
nant {not to be confused with the Ten Commandments still fulfilled through
Jesus}, might well find themselves under the same condemnation of God as
recorded in the Temple Message of Jeremiah and the total book. It was
simultaneous with God's recognition in Jeremiah that there was a conspiracy
among the people of God, against Him.

Messianic Judaism and the GLC want to identify with Old Testament Judaism
more than with Christians, let them identify with God's people of Judah and
Jerusalem before destruction in 587 B.C.

They
have turned back {TURNED BACK are the operative words here as
Mesianci Judaism like the Judah, Jerusalem, and Israel of Jeremiah are
striving to repeat the legalistic iniquities of their forefathers in the
Christian faith} to the iniquities of their forefathers who refused to hear
My words, and they have gone after other gods to serve them; the house
of Israel and the house of Judah have broken my covenant which I made
with their fathers.” (Jeremiah 9:11,12)

The striving like Israel and Judah did the first time--that is, to live by the
law--did not work! Why would you want to go back and repeat it the second

time? A modern day half American reborn Jew! and half Christian might
respond that God's people of Israel did not listen to the teachers of the law,

You know, have you ever thought of letting God interpret for you what is in
the Old Testament? Where do you start on the book of Romans? Many of
us have preached and taught it so often, and some even written books on
the book of Romans. Well, let us start now with the word “Israel”, which
will give us some foundation of the studies to come.3-8: The Gospel of the
Kingdom Will be Preached Up to the End, Jesus Said.

This is a quote from Jesus as recorded in Matthew 24:14. With emphasis
on the Kingdom of God and the Gospel of the Kingdom, you can trace back-
ward from Matthew 24:14 for the precedding sequence of historical events
before the End: (1) Christians striving to endure to the end, and if they do
they are saved (Matthew 24:13); (2) sin and lawlessness will abound, and

the revival under Josiah which did not work in Judah. Like today a fake revival based on law and knowledge of
the law does not enhance the spiritual motivation for real righteousness.
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the love of most Chrisitans will wax cold on God, Christ, and the Bible {not
necessarily churches and denominations} (24:12), the first words from Jesus
of which are repeated by Paul in Il Thessalonians 2:7 with the addition of
“mystery” and that the mystery was already at work, also with events sur-
rounding this rising tide of the flood of sin and lawlessness {Paul summarizes
the details of this Falling Away in Il Timothy 4:4,5}, such as the release of
Satan to do his worse for a little while as the Holy Spirit is also withdrawn
from earth, and the spon- sorship by Satan of the man of sin, the son of per-
dition; and (3) many more false prophets than before, which later Paul in
writing the Scripture of 11 Tim- othy 4:3,4 will call “itching ears” Bible
teachers and preachers that are “heaped up” or amassed on a large scale by
similar “itching ears” church members.

3-8: Messianic Judaism has tried to hijack the Falling Away among
Christians in order to promote a revival of Old Testament law and
works over faith.

They prey on Christians who have a superficial understanding of the Bible and
what they believe; leading them to recognize the obvious signs of the Falling
Away in the world, the church, and their own lives and friends as a failure of
proper understanding and practice of the Torah.

A2-1: A Short Exegesis of the obvious in Daniel 2:44.

The 3 plain parts of Daniel 2:44 are first of all obvious: {look at the quote below
as you read them} (1) It is the God of heaven {by the way the only living God,
although there are many idols--and God recognizes the many idols as false gods}

on earth after Christ's resurrection, and that Spirit will assure that this new
nation of God's people will not fail and fall {we surely like that!}; (3) this kindgom
that stands forever.

“And in the days of these kings the God of heaven will set up a
kingdom which shall never be destroyed; and the kingdom shall not
be left to other people; it shall break in pieces and consume all these
kingdoms, and it shall stand forever.” (Daniel 2:44)

1. While the kings {Caesars}, government, and military of
Rome was in the most visible history was busy establishing
and expanding a world-wide kingdom, Christ in a little nation
of Palestine under the direction of the God of heaven was
busy establishing an invincible kingdom. {Christ taught what
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IS required to be and become a citizen of this forever
kingdom.}

(a). "the God of heaven": to get a proper God given
perspective from the Word of God on what is happening in
the world today, short range and long range, you must even
before perspective on the kingdom, get a perspective on
"the God of heaven", He who is in control and running
everything according to His purpose and kingdom
development.

(b). This "God of heaven" set up the kingdom of Christ
during the life of Christ in Palestine, part of the Roman
Empire.

2. The growth and control of the kingdom of God and

Christ {not at all synonymous with church organizations} was
neither left to religious organizations, leaders, governments
and nations: it was controlled through God by the sending of
the Holy Spirit to convict of sin, righteousness, and
judgment, on the first day of Pentecost after the Ascension

of Christ.

3. This kingdom of God and Christ broke into all kinds of
pieces to spread throughout all the kingdoms or nations of
the world--brother, that is world history; and it will complete
the consuming of all the kingdoms of the earth at the end of

NOW WE MUST QUICKLY START A RECONCILIATION

WHILE JEREMIAH DOES NOT USE THE WORD

KINGDOM {it does reference many of the fragile kingdoms
of this earth, and of course as previously noticed in the study
of Jeremiah, the Prophet Jeremiah as "Prophet to the
Nations" does forward God's judgment on these nations,

and yes even on the U.S.}, it is obvious that "the Branch of
Righteousness", the Lord Jesus Christ, is the head of that
kingdom to be set up by God during the time of Christ.

"In those days and at that time | will cause to grow up to
David a Branch of Righteousness: He shall execute
judgment and righteousness in the earth.” (Jeremiah
33:15)

The two simultaneous studies of Jeremiah and the kingdom,
to follow must show: How much of this happened during the
restoration and life of Christ; how much later; and how much
will only happen as the kingdoms of this world become
completely the kingdom of Christ at the Second Coming of
Christ; and as the kingdom of heaven is even lowered onto
the new earth. However, it is all there in the recorded word
as past history and future history, all we have to do is dig it
out.

A2-2: History of God, A Reconciliation.

While a challenge to simultaneously study Jeremiah and the Kingdom of God,
the rewards are worth it in that we are therein provided: ;(1) a reconciliation
between the doom and dispair of the destruction of Jerusalem and Judah and
the hope of the kingdom; (2) a reconciliation between good and evil; (3) a recon-
ciliation between the dark times like in Haiti and the great hope and comfort of
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the forever kingdom of Christ; and (4) a reconciliation of history itself, the pur-
pose of history, the meaning to it all under Christ!

1. Someone recently said, that is just history; as if there was what is relevant
for today versus what is history.

2.Some have read the little book, Uses of the Past, which essentially tells us
that past history is a lesson for us to learn from, some for bad not to be
repeated in the present and future, and some for good to emulate.

3. A professor of graduate studies in history at Baylor said that from history
we can learn the trends for the future.

A2-3: History, Prophesy, and Prediction

While our puny human minds require the Writing Prophets to be
parceled into the categories of (1) history, (2) prophesy, and (3)
prediction, to the God of the Universe, the Father of the Lord Jesus
Christ, and the origin of all the Bible of Jesus, the Prophets and
Apostles, it is all history. Some not yet seen on the human scene, but
determined by God and revealed to His Servants the Prophets (Amos
3:7); and some contemporary history like in Jeremiah as we see the
last 163 years unfold each day in the rebellion and termination first of
the northern kingdom of Israel and then the southern kingdom of
Judah. Also the gradual revelation from God through the Bible
continues, primarily in the Dark Ages of the Divided Kingdoms {you
will notice that most of the minor prophets and 4 major prophets were
written during those dark days of the Divided Kingdom, and that alone
gives you a clue that much of prophesy is “exhortation, comfort, and
edification” (11 Corinthians 14:3) during dark days}, to deliver to His
own people the concept of a new sort of kingdom, a kingdom
established on earth during the life and times of Christ, for which the
Lord Jesus Christ is the head as well as the means of entrance, a
kingdom that would be tended to by God and the Holy Spirit, an
eternal kingdom contrasted to those like Assyria, Babylon, Persia,
Greece, and the famous Roman Empire, a kingdom unlike the others

where the rule of God and Christ reigned in a certain segment of the
world's population at any time in history, a kingdom of Gentiles and a
few select Jews, a kingdom of a people after God's own heart that
would re-populate the new earth.

NOTE: In many godly ways and thought patterns, the history of
the universe is the history of God choosing from each generation
of the world's population approximately 7,000 each year to be
citizens of the new heaven and the new earth!

At this point in these “Bible Studies in Jeremiah and Prophesy”,
hopefully you have read through the book of Jeremiah. 1f not, then
this beginning of the new years is a good time to do it, hopefully at

one sitting, and commencing with a prayer to God for leadership from
the Holy Spirit in understanding of what is written. Never forget, that
spiritual matters are spiritually discerned. (1 Corinthians 2:14)

Today, we will start a rapid scan of Jeremiah 24-52 to appreciate

even more after the previous 15 months of study on Jeremiah and the
Prophets, the flavor of Jeremiah and Prophesy, even as we have
previously done for the little book of Amos.

16-1: America and Judah, “Do not take Advantage of the People
in the Land”.

What we noticed in the Prophet Amos is a repeated theme from God
in the other books of Prophesy like Jeremiah. 1t is God warning
government, princes, priests, prophets, and community values “Do not
take advantage of your own people in the land.” Goodness, surely

you know we have not learned this message over 2010 plus 587 years
later. For example the USDA tells us that 1 out of 7 Americans is
hungry, millions go to bed hungry every night, and many adults do not
have one meal during the day. This ought not to be in the land of
plenty, the home of the brave and the free; and while we are so
concerned to fight wars across the globe in the name of democracy,
how about in the name of our deepest American and religious values,
fighting a war to feed the hungry Americans of this nation. Even as
the Prophet Amos called the wealthy ladies of Bashan, the “fat cows
of Bashan” because they lived in luxury and greed while so many other
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neighbors in the land about them were destitute and hungry, so we
have a lot of “fat cats” in America that ought of greed for increased
profits take advantage of the poor people in America. Ever time they
up their profits to look good in the stock market, they put additional
pressure on these poor and hungry people of America; and the
balance of those millionaires and billionaires who out of their
abundance give {hardly the widow's mite} near the end to rationalize
their conscience, to the imbalance of those who are poor and needy,
even in this country, does not yet fix the problem of the need and
hunger of the 1 out of 7 according to the USDA.

As we rapidly scan through the pages and 52 chapters of Jeremiah
{January and February in newsletters and on-line at
biblecombibleman.com}, not only will we pick up these Bible

messages of warnings against the way you treat your own fellow
citizens, and the strangers in the land; but primarily we will note in
Jeremiah, what is History, Prophesy, and Prediction.

16-2: History with an Introduction to Edification and Comfort.

What better verse to start with than the history of Jeremiah 24:1 that
starts the chapter with history, then rapidly slides into the prophesy of
the division of God's people into good figs and bad figs. Of all the

dark messages for dark days of Jeremiah, this passage from chapter
24 to chapter 29 is to provide hope for the good figs of God's people
during those dark days of Captivity, making “edification” and “comfort”
more the emphasis in prophesy than previous chapters where God

and His servant Jeremiah are trying to get through the thick and
rebellious head of Judah God's perspective on their righteousness
{really the lack there of in the sight of God, although they thought all
that religion was gong to save them, then in history and eternally} by
way of “exhortation”.

NOTE: These extensive quotes to follow will be from the King
James Version, because it is in the public domain, preventing
those who make profits out of the Bible from crying “copying”
with infringements on their profits: where something is lost in
1611 English, we will add excerts from the New King James
Version which allows limited quotations in any book.
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“THE Lord shewed me, and ,behold, two baskets of figs were set
before the temple of the LORD, after that Nebuchadnezzar king of
Babylon had carried away captive Jeconiah the son of Jehoiakim
king of Judah, with the carpenters and smiths, from Jerusalem,

and had brought them to Babylon.” (Jeremiah 24:1)

While we can easily get the distinct impression that the whole nation of
Judah had gone to pot--people, prophets, priests, and government--

we learn in Jeremiah 24-29 of the good figs, primarily those that were
taken captive as contrasted to those bad figs that were Killed on the
spot. And what we really must decide, especially in light of the
previous passage where God had Jeremiah go through all the streets

of Judah and Jerusalem looking for just one righteous person, that
although God was displeased with the righteousness of all the nation,
out of His grace and mercy He chose some better sinners {the good
figs} to not only go into Captivity in Babylon, surviving death and
starvation, but also a remnant of their children to 70 years later return
to the Promised Land.

“This is a work of God, and it is marvellous in our eyes.” (Psalm
118:23)

1. (prophesy) The basket of good figs had “very good figs” while the
basket of bad figs had “very naughty figs”--so bad that they could not
be eaten. (24:2).

2. (history and prophesy) Jeremiah said that he saw the very good
figs and the evil figs (24:3).

3. (prophesy, history, and prediction) When the Word of God again
came to Jeremiah, God explained that he would acknowledge that part
of the population of Judah sent into Captivity as the good figs.

“...Like these good figs, so will I acknowledge them that are
carried away captive of Judah, whom I have sent out of this place
into the land of the Chaldeans for their own good.” (Jeremiah 24:
5)

1. God was making something good out of what looked so bad.
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After all the captive citizens of Judah in or on their way to Babylon,
thought, what could be good about Babylon and Captivity.

2. By the way, did you notice in 24:1 the groups that Nebuchadnezzar
chose: craftsmen like silversmiths and carpenters, and some of the
princes of the people. {Recall how some like Daniel became
government leaders in Babylon.}

3. Caution another warning to those who would take Jeremiah 29:11
{in other versions of the Bible} out of these darkest hour context of
Jeremiah and Israel to justify the Gospel of Prosperity, the real
promise for the good figs was in 70 years; it was only for protection
not prosperity in Babylon; and the hope was for their children in 70
years, returning only a remnant, and that remnant by no means was to
what such false preachers call prosperity. {Read Ezra and

Nehemiah on the Restoration, and how meager for example was

the Temple compared to before. Of course, they were free; and
perhaps the Popular Preachers of Prosperity should concentrate

on freedom over prosperity.}

4. God promises to set His eyes on the good figs for their own

good: (1) to bring them back to this land, at least as a people as it
would their children after 70 years; (2) God promises to build up the
good figs and not tear them down; (3) to plant them and not pluck
them up; God will give them a heart to know them {this very important
teaching of the new birth and righteousness through the new birth is
one of the most significant Christian doctrines, and is quoted in the
New Testament from Jeremiah}; the covenant, albeit a new covenant
will then be established between God's people and God whereby (a)
God will be their God, and (b) the people will be the people of God;
and God's specially identified people, the good figs, will return to God
with “their whole heart”. (24:6,7)

5. Top to bottom the evil figs are identified, starting in Jeremiah 24:8-
10.

“And as the evil figs, which cannot be eaten, they are so evil;
surely thus saith the LORD, So will I give Zedekiah the king of
Judah, and his princes, and the residue of Jerusalem, that remain
in this land {some fled Jerusalem and hid in the hills and among
neighbors}, and them that dwell in the land of Egypt {some went
down into Egypt}: and 1 will deliver them to be removed into all
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the kingdoms of the earth {the scattering of the Jews all over the
earth} for their hurt {captivity in Babylon was for the good of the
good figs, the scattering of Jews over all the kingdoms of the
earth was for the hurt of the bad figs}, to be a reproach and a
proverb, a taunt and a curse, in all places wither 1 shall drive
them. And 1 will send the sword, the famine, and the pestilence,
among them, till they be consumed from off the land that 1 gave
unto them and to their fathers.” (Jeremiah 24:8-10)

NOTE: Recall even as the prophetic prediction of Captivity or
Destruction was made in Amos at least 163 years before it became
history on the human scene, so this prediction was written and
recorded in Jeremiah before it happened. Those of unbelief in God
and the Word of God of the Bible would be quick to think and say,
“Yes, after it happened as the people were divided into either
Captives or Survivors on the land, in Egypt, and in the neighborhood,
then God chose the two groups of good figs and bad figs. No, not
s0; and such an attitude shows a lack of faith in God and in the Bible
as the Word of God!

16-3: Years of the Prophesy Against Judah Through Jeremiah.
(chapter 25)

In Jeremiah 25, the Message of God against Judah and Jerusalem
delivered through Jeremiah started in the 13th year of king Josiah and
ran until the present, the present of Jeremiah 25 and the larger contest
is identified as 23rd year of, that is for 20 years Jeremiah had daily
been speaking to all the people of Jerusalem and Judah, but they did

not listen. (Jeremiah 25:1-3). And here in Jeremiah 25:4-7 is a
summary of Jeremiah and the other Prophets prophesied for so long.

“And the LORD hath sent unto you all his servants the prophets,
rising early and sending them; but ye have not hearkened, nor
inclined your ear to hear. They said, Turn ye again now every one
from his evil way, and from the evil of your doings, and dwell in
the land that the LORD hath given unto you and to your fathers
for ever and ever: and go not after other gods to serve them, and
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to worship them, and provoke me not to anger with the works of
your hands; and I will do you no hurt. {This was the message of
God through the Prophets for over 163 plus years; however, the
time of “no hurt”, at least for the bad figs was over.} Yet ye have
not hearkened unto me, saith the LORD: that ye might provoke
me to anger with the works of your hands to your own hurt.”
(Jeremiah 25:4-7)

16-4: Vivid Description in Jeremiah 25:9-11 of the Calamity.
{Please read it from Jeremiah 25:9-11.}

16-5: History of Captivity has been fulfilled by the time of
Jeremiah 29.

Even as predicted in Jeremiah 24:1, it was past history in Jeremiah 29:
1,2. {For details of the history of the destruction of Jerusalem in

597 and 587 B.C. you must go to the historical books of Kings

and Chronicles. Also Josephus, the Jewish historian has some

good detailed accounts.}

“Now these are the words of the letter that Jeremiah the prophet
sent from Jerusalem unto the residue of the elders which were
carried away captives, and to the priests, and to the prophets,

and to all the people whom Nebuchadnezzar had carried away
captive from Jerusalem to Babylon; (after that Jeconiah {another
pronunciation for king Jehoiachin} the king, and the queen, and

the eunuchs, the princes of Judah and Jerusalem, and the
carpenters, and the smiths, were departed from Jerusalem;)...”
(Jeremiah 29:1,2)

1. Jeremiah presents on the behalf of God very practical advice for
the good figs in Captivity: (1) build houses to live in; (2) plant gardens
for food; (3) marry and raise children; (4) in order to increase and not
diminish in Babylon, take wives for your sons and give your daughters
for wives; (5) seek the peace of the city where you live, praying to
God for it and peace. (Jeremiah 29:5-7)
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2. Even as earlier in Jeremiah false prophets of Israel in Captivity
were predicting that in 2 years there would be a Restoration to the
homeland, those same false prophets were still making predictions of
a less than 70 year Captivity.

“For thus saith the LORD, that after seventy years be
accomplished at Babylon 1 will visit you, and perform my good
word toward you, in causing you to return to this place {Jeremiah
is still in Jerusalem}. For I know the thoughts that I think toward
you, saith the LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give
you an expected end.” (Jeremiah 29:10,11)

3. Quite contrary to the “expected end” of the Popular Preachers of
Prosperity, Jeremiah explains in 12-14, Jeremiah and God through
Jeremiah explains the “expected end” that God intends: (1) God's
people will call upon God; (2) God's people of the good figs will go

and pray to God; (3) God will listen to their prayers; (4) the people of
God will seek God and when they seek with their whole heart they will
be rewarded by finding God; (5) God will be fond of them; (6) God will
turn away, or put behind them, their Captivity; (7) God will gather them
from all the nations where He has driven them; and (8) God will again
bring them into the land of Jerusalem, Judah, and Israel.

16-6: The Period of Jeremiah 29 is obviously the last Decade of
Jerusalem.

You recall Jerusalem was sieged and taken captive in 597 B.C. with
some captives taken to Babylon and some killed, then in 587 B.C.
completely destroyed with the walls torn down and the temple torn
down. It is obviously during that 10 years during the writing of
Jeremiah 29, and you see it especially starting in Jeremiah 29:15.

1. God and Jeremiah are enraged from Jerusalem that the Captives
in Babylon are saying, “The LORD hath raised us up prophets in
Babylon...” (Jeremiah 29:15)

2. First, in 29:16-19, what is going to happen to Judah that remained
after the Deportation and Captivity of 597 B.C.: (1) God will send
upon those remaining citizens of Jerusalem and Judah the sword,
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famine, and pestilence; (2) God will make them like vile figs that
cannot be eaten because they are so evil; (3) God will persecute them
with the sword, famine, and pestilence; (4) God will deliver them to the
fate of removal to all the kingdoms of the earth where they will be a
curse, astonishment, hissing, and reproach.

3. And again God and Jeremiah remind them of WHY. {Remember
now in Jeremiah 24-29 as contrasted to Jeremiah 1-23 where the
message of judgment was to the whole nation, now here in

Jeremiah 29 it is to the bad figs, those who remained in

Jerusalem and Judah after 597 B.C.}

“Because they have not hearkened to my words, saith the LORD,
which I sent unto them by my servants the prophets, rising up
early and sending them; but ye not hear, saith the LORD.
(Jeremiah 29:19)

16-7: Then starting in Jeremiah 29:20, words for the Captives in
Babylon.

“Hear ye therefore the word of the LORD, all ye of the captivity,
whom I have sent from Jerusalem to Babylon.” (Jeremiah 29:20)

NOTE: Could it be any clearer who God is talking about, just like
the hope of Jeremiah 29:11, who it was delivered to and
specifically what that hope would be?

1. God is delivering the false prophets Ahab and Zedekiah, who
prophesied “a lie” in the name of God to be killed by king
Nebuchadnezzar. (29:21)

2. History in Babylon among the captives will take up a new saying
and curse, “The LORD make thee like Zedekiah and like Ahab, whom
the king of Babylon roasted in the fire.” (Jeremiah 29:22)

16-8: Back to Cup of Fury of God on nations of Jeremiah 25.

Even as read over and over from Jeremiah 25:15 to the end of
Jeremiah 25 in verse 38, it is hard to tell the exact point and verse
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where God's words of judgment through Jeremiah transition from

more immediate judgment on nations starting at Jerusalem and going
forth to Saudi Arabia and all the nations of the earth, to final judgment
on all nations at the end of time. Yet you see and know it is there,
certainly before you come to Jeremiah 25:31 with the great “noise”
that is heard to all the ends of the earth.

“A noise shall come even to the ends of the earth; for the LORD
hath a controversy with the nations, he will plead with all flesh; he
will give them that are wicked to the sword, saith the LORD.”
(Jeremiah 25:31)

1. You recognize that great noise as the same as the sounding of the
seventh trumpet of Revelation 10:7.

“But in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he shall
begin to sound, the mystery of God should be finished, as he hath
declared to his servants the prophets.” (Revelation 10:7)

2. That great noise is the “great sound of a trumpet” is the great
gathering of good figs and bad figs immediately after the Second
Coming of Christ of the teachings of Jesus in Matthew 24:30,31.

“And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and
then shall all the tribes of earth mourn, and they shall see the Son
of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great

glory. And he shall send hsi angels with a great sound of a
trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from the four
winds, from one end of heaven to the other.” (Matthew 24:t30,31)

NOTE: At this point in Bible Studies in Jeremiah, it has become
obvious that Jeremiah must be pursued simultaneously with
studies on the KINGDOM. To a certain extent among you most
aggressive seekers after Bible this has already been true as you
have indulged in the studies under the headings of CUP OF
WATER and GOLDEN NUGGET AND THE MOCKING BIRD;
however the necessity of consider the tragedies of Jeremiah in
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the destruction of Jeremiah without losing a historical perspective
of hope and the kingdom of God and Christ necessitates a more
unified approach in simultaneous Bible study by email and on-

line. You can get a better feel for this if you go to the web page
on THE KINGDOM, and read the monthly newsletters which will
now alternate between Jeremiah and the Kingdom.

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"Then King Darius wrote: To all peoples, nations, and languages

that dwell in all the earth, peace be multiplied to you. I make a
decree that in every dominion of my kingdom men must tremble and
fear before the God of Daniel. For He is the living God, and steadfast
forever: His kingdom is the one which shall not be destroyed, and

His dominion shall endure until the end. He delivers and rescues;

and He works signs and wonders in heaven and on earth..." (Daniel
6:25-27)

2. It is the message of Jeremiah--and especially Daniel, the book of
"kingdoms" and their fate--that God has directed the destruction of all
kingdoms eventually {and yes that includes the US although some may
want to think that the kingdom of God and the US are one and the same,
but that is also what Rome thought while this little stone was being set up
inside their world-wide kingdom}. It is only by the grace and patience of
God that Nebuchadnezzar and Babylon were not destroyed sooner, even
as also of the kingdoms of Haiti, Judah, and the US. Only the kingdom

of Christ has been established and set up to last forever. {Daniel 2:44,

You must begin to see the seriousness of the kingdom of God and
Christ, without which you can hardly make any real claim on God,
Christ, and Christianity. Also without the kingdom in first place
in your life, you have failed to follow one of the prime command-
ments and teachings of Jesus in the Sermon on the Mount,
namely the one listed below.

“Seek ye first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all
these things will be added unto you.” (Matthew 6:33)

A4-3: The Golden Nugget and the Mocking Bird

How much religious effort today is done in the name of Christ and the church
for personal gain, for personal profit, and for personal status. Greed has hit the
religious organizations in America like it has hit big business and government.
Many man-made religious organizations clamor for your recognition, support, and
allegiance, but the good news is that you can join the kingdom of God quite inde-
pendent of them. In fact, that is the way it was originally set up by God through
Christ. The effort of this book is dedicated to the one not in the fold of the
kingdom of God. (Matthew 18:10-14)

You might call the existing kingdom of God on earth an underground organism,
not exactly an organization like so many other organizations for which Ameri-
cans have the knack. Even as during the time of the Prophet Elijah, unknown to
Elijah and the official religious organization of his day, and according to God
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Himself, He had reserved 7,000 to Himself for His own kingdom of that time,
who had not bowed down the knee to Baal (1 Kings 19:18). While local churches
and denominations struggle to be like the general assembly {church} of the
firstborn who are registered in heaven (Hebrews 12:23), it is this underground
kingdom of Christ that comes closer to being like the church written in heaven.
Christ in His original teachings had far more to say about the kingdom of God
than of church, and there are many good reasons for that.

Also there are many good reasons why today the opposite is true: you hear far
more about church, churches, and denominations than you do about the kingdom
of God and of heaven. Yet our goal is not to fight battles with those man-made
churches and denominations except to the extent that we must in order to win
more allegiance for the kingdom of Christ and God, in order to reach that one
of the seven thousand.lIf a man has a hundred sheep, and one of them goes
astray, does he not leave the ninety-nine and to the mountains to seek the one
that is straying? (Matthew 18:12)

GIST: To present for your consideration the Golden Nugget of things per-
taining to the kingdom of God. (Acts 1:3) GOLDEN NUGGET is an upgrade
to CUP OF WATER. CUP had the expressed goal to extend the influence of
Christ, while the nugget goes beyond Christ as the gate into the kingdom of
God {and this is stated respectfully with full awareness that at the name of
Christ every knee should bow, and every tongue confess that Jesus is Lord
to the glory of God of the Father}, getting beyond sentimental, soft,
superficial, and subverted Christologies {images of Christ rather than the
real Christ as the narrow gate to God the Father and the kingdom}, to that
God and the kingdom that He established.

In your reading of the Bible, did you miss in Daniel 2:44 that the God of heaven
will set up a kingdom?

“And in the days of these kings {kings of the Roman Empire} the God of
heaven will set up a kingdom which shall never be destroyed; and the king-
dom shall not be left to other people; it shall break in pieces and consume
all these kingdoms, and it shall stand forever.” (Daniel 2:44)
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A4-3: Seek to be part of Eternal History.

IF YOU DESIRE TO BE PART OF ETERNAL HISTORY THAT STARTS RIGHT
NOW AND ON THIS EARTH IN THE NOW, THEN YOU MUST AT ALL COST
FIND AND SECURE THE GOLDEN NUGGET OF THE KINGDOM OF GOD, and
that nugget is also a seed of faith, like the mocking bird with 17 different
songs, there are many possible seeds of faith. We will in this study of the book
of Mark try to find your golden nugget, that single seed of faith that will get
the hook of God inside your soul to begin your own personal journey into the
kingdom of God, a journey that can start today and which has the assurance to
last for eternity; and the bonus, WITH GOD.

Since it is Gods kingdom {and by the way not just any God, but the God of
heaven}, as your golden nugget is attained you not only get God but also the king-
dom of God. In fact, from this study to come of the Gospel of Mark, you will
find that God and the kingdom are inseparable.Like the many songs of the mock-
ing bird, and like the many seeds of faith that can create in you kingdom citizen-
ship, many approaches to faith in Christ as the gate to God and the kingdom, will
be tried for compatibility with you, knowing that even as these approaches like
Christianity itself have been tested and proven with time, you may find one that
particularly suits your preference.

There is: the Christian philosophy approach like from Elton Truebood; there is
the Christian apologetic approach like from Bernard Ramm in THE CHRISTIAN
VIEW OF SCIENCE AND RELIGION; there is the Christian evidences approach
like from Simon Greenleaf, former dean of the Harvard Law School and noted
authority on legal evidence {who stated that the testimony of the four evange-
lists--Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John--would stand up in any court of law}, and
Irwin Linton, and a host of others; there is the WHY 1S CHRISTIANITY TRUE
approach of E. Y. Mullins; there is the EVOLUTION IN SCIENCE AND RELI-
GION approach of R. A. Millikan, Noble prize winning physicist for proving that
there is a discrete particle called the electron; there is the classical approach
of Christian evidences which starts with proofs for the Bible as the Word of
God--divine in origin, absolute in authority, and sufficient in message, like in
McClendon Days THE WONDER OF THE WORD, or proofs for God like from 40
believing scientists in EVIDENCE OF GOD IN AN EXPANDING UNIVERSE, a
further development of the even more classical all this minute design of the uni-
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verse for the benefit of man demand a Great Designer {one of my favorites}, or
thirdly in the classical tenor of the evidences is the proofs that Jesus is the
Christ, the Son of God.

The Gospel writers started this last classical approach to prove to the world
that Jesus was, and is, the Promised Messiah of the Old Testament, the Greek
word for which is Christ; and that indeed this very Jesus of Nazareth born in
the first century and in the part of the Roman Empire called Palestine, working
His ministry and leaving many indelible marks on history, is the very Son of God.
It was, according to the Prophet Daniel, this very Lord Jesus Christ {later we
will want to discuss the meanings of each of these three names as Mark does in
his Gospel, and the other evangelists in their own concurring testimonies}, that
God used in the first century of the Roman Empire to from heaven to set up His
own kingdom that would start very small like a gain of mustard seed then grow
into a much larger and most importantly, an everlasting kingdom.

A4-4: The Apostles of Jesus Started Christian Evidences.

Perhaps in your searches for just the right nugget of faith, you have overlooked
the fact that the Gospel writers started this classical approach of evidence in
order to engender faith in Jesus of Nazareth as the Christ, the Messiah, and as
the Lord of this kingdom of and from the God of heaven; and even that these
four Evangelists {actually six as we must include the efforts by Paul and Peter
as recorded in the Bible to engender faith that faith is the substance of things
hoped for and the evidence of things not seen and holy men of God spoke as
they were moved by the Holy Spirit} learned like so many other things about
the kingdom and God from the Christ Jesus Himself.

1. Christ while on earth and among men of Palestine and of sophisticated religion
sought nuggets of faith in Himself as the Son of God via Evidences. Jesus like is
recorded in John 5:31-47 made the classical evidential appeal to four witness:
that of John the Baptist (5:33); the works, signs, and miracles that God the
Father gave Jesus to do and perform on this earth (5:36); God the Father Him-
self testified that Jesus is His Son with the words of This is My beloved Son,
listen to Him {John 5:37 on the fourfold withess and Mark 1:11 at the baptism
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of Jesus by John the Baptist and Mark 9:7 at the Mount of Transfiguration};
and the Old Testament Scriptures, that these same sophisticated religious had
in their possession and which was their basis for expectations of eternal life,
these same Scriptures often and in many ways, generally and in great detail,
testified or witnessed to Jesus as the Christ, the Son of God (John 5:39).You
search the Scriptures, for in them you think you have eternal life; and these are
they which testify of Me. (John 5:39)

NOTE: do not let your search of Bible, Old and New Testament, lead you
into false expectation of eternal life apart from the Lord Jesus Christ as
the gate to God and the kingdom. In short, there are a lot of pearls or
nuggets that glisten and glow, that historical like with the majority of these
religious Jews, lead men down other broad paths that lead to destruction
rather than through the narrow gate of Jesus into the kingdom and the
eternal presence of God. {In this study of Mark plus--you will find much
more than Mark here, starting with much from Daniel and Il Timothy--we
must consider from Daniel and from other Old Testament Scriptures, the
prediction that most of the Jews of Jesus day and the day of desolation of
Daniel, called the very day of desolation because the majority of this nation
of Gods people would not and could not believe in Christ as the means pro-
vided by God; and further from Mark how the majority never find the way
to Christ, only a few go the narrow way that leads to life everlasting.}

2. The Apostle John near the end of the first century and having in his posses-
sion the testimony of the other evangelists, as well as all the other 22 books of
the New Testament {John wrote the last five books of the 27 books of the New
Testament}, carefully chose 7 miracles to make a very evidential approach to
prove that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; but not for academic and theo-
retical reason in order to justify Christianity, but rather in order that men
might (1) believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God (John 20:31a); and (2)
that believing with continuous faith might have everlasting life in His name
(John 20:31b) {Another step in a fuller definition of Jesus as the gate into the
kingdom and into the presence of God the Father.}

3. Dr. Luke makes evident in the two books he wrote {by the way also based on
manuscripts and influence left by the Apostle Paul as was also the case of John
Mark and the Gospel of Mark, in particular the many Old Testament quotes
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which we will look at in this condensed study of Mark}, Luke and Acts, that wit-
nesses, evidence, and proofs were a stated goal of writing.

(1). Introduction to the Gospel of Luke (Luke 1:1-4).Inasmuch as many have
taken in hand to set in order a narrative of those things which have been ful-
filled among us, just as those who from the beginning were eyewitnesses and
ministers of the word delivered them to us, it seemed good to me also, having
had perfect understanding of all things from the very first, to write to you an
orderly account, most excellent Theophilus, that you may know the certainty of
those things in which you were instructed. (Luke 1:1-4)

(2). Introduction to the book of Acts (Acts 1:1-3).The former account |
made, O Theophilus, of all that Jesus began both to do and teaching, until the
day in which He was taken up, after He through the Holy Spirit had given com-
mandments to the apostles whom He had chosen, to whom He also presented
Himself alive after His sufferings by many infallible proofs, being seen by them
during forty days and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God.
(Acts 1:1-3)

NOTE: Did you notice what Jesus spoke to His disciples about during those
last critical 40 days on earth? pertaining to the kingdom of God.

4. Mark, well Mark the shortest and therefore the most terse and condensed
version of the Gospel, well Mark just told the story of Jesus; and maybe you will
like it best as we begin the search for you nugget of faith. However, although
Mark as at the forefront in this Bible study, behind Mark and referenced often
is the rest of the 66 books of the Word of God, the Bible.John Mark...you will
enjoy his narrative, sort of like a layman like you and me. A city boy from Jeru-
salem, but related to Simon Peter, and one who as a youth admired the fisher-
man and followed in his boats, boat found significantly in the Gospel of Mark
and Peter, not an Apostle but a disciple of Jesus who both followed after Jesus
even in the Garden where during the arrest of Jesus he fled naked, one influ-
enced by Paul in an aborted missionary journey and yet who Paul found profit-
able to me for the ministry, leaving to John Mark several manuscripts for the
writing of the Gospel of Mark, a list of Old Testament quotes and the testimony
of Simon Peter to Christ.
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A4-5: Why not consider the Kingdom of God?

Church or classical Christianity does not interest you! However you do have
some interest in God and the Bible, it is now presented for your personal consid-
eration THE KINGDOM OF GOD as originally set up by Christ in the first cen-
tury. {not to be confused with those pests that come to your door periodically
to discuss watchtower, Jehovah without a Christ, and the kingdom hall, perhaps
that is one reason that modern preachers are so reluctant to talk about the
kingdom.} It was not so in the beginning of Christianity. Granted according to
some of the first words of the first chapter of Mark, that historical point
which marks the beginning of Christs ministry in Galilee, Jesus came preaching
the gospel like most preachers preach today in one form or another; but unlike
today, Jesus started His ministry by preaching the gospel of the kingdom.
(Mark 1:14)

Of course preachers today could not preach exactly the same message of the
kingdom as Jesus did, The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand
(Mark 1:15) because that time of history, the first century, has been fulfilled
for almost two thousand years; and the kingdom of God about to be established
on earth during that thirtieth year of the life of Christ, and the first year of
His ministry, has been established on earth and in heaven for that same almost
two thousand years.Have we lost our interest in the kingdom of God with Christ
as the gateway in favor of churches, denominations, and something very vague
called Christianity? Certainly our pulpit messages no longer sound like Jesus on
the kingdom or the Apostles of Christ like Peter, James, and John. That very
critical 40 days when Jesus had already completed His mission of salvation for
the world through the crucifixion and resurrection,

Dr. Luke in the introduction to the history in the book of Acts tells us that the
prime subject He spoke to the Apostles during that important and last 40 days
was of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God (Acts 1:3).How about a
revival with a new twist, one that is as old as the ministry of Christ, one OF
THINGS PERTAINING TO THE KINGDOM OF GOD. Prayerfully in this intro-
duction to the GOLDEN NUGGET, you have generated some interest in these
things pertaining to the kingdom of God, what these THINGS are. Surely you
realize that you havent heard them before; for there was no one there to pres-
ent them to you like Jesus and the Apostles did, and if you did not hear a com-
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parable emphasis from Christians and preachers on the kingdom, then certainly
you did not also hear about those THINGS that pertain to the kingdom of God
and of Christ. Take 40 days to catch up on what Jesus taught the Apostles on
these THINGS pertaining to the kingdom of God, which you must do naturally
by looking into what these Apostles taught since Dr. Luke does not literally
record those specific things in Acts 1 about those 40 day teachings of Jesus on
the kingdom; and then take 9 months to let God work the new birth in your life.
Please during that 40 days consider Mark and this GOLDEN NUGGET book as a
focus on things pertaining to the kingdom of God. (Acts 1:3) And during the pro-
cess, we will explain to you how Mark and Luke, not Apostles of Christ, fell
under the guidance of the Apostle Paul, chief editor of the New Testament, in
the writing of 3 books of the New Testament.
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kingdom unlike the others where the rule of God and Christ reigned in a certain
segment of the worlds population at any time in history, a kingdom of Gentiles
and a few select Jews, a kingdom of a people after Gods own heart that would
re-populate the new earth.

NOTE: In many godly ways and thought patterns, the history of the uni-
verse is the history of God choosing from each generation of the worlds
population approximately 7,000 each year to be citizens of the new heaven
and the new earth!

At this point in these Bible Studies in Jeremiah and Prophesy, hopefully you
have read through the book of Jeremiah. 1T not, then this beginning of the new
years is a good time to do it, hopefully at one sitting, and commencing with a
prayer to God for leadership from the Holy Spirit in understanding of what is
written. Never forget, that spiritual matters are spiritually discerned. (I Corin-
thians 2:14)Today, we will start a rapid scan of Jeremiah 24-52 to appreciate
even more after the previous 15 months of study on Jeremiah and the Prophets,
the flavor of Jeremiah and Prophesy, even as we have previously done for the
little book of Amos.

A5-1: America and Judah, Do not take Advantage of the People in the
Land.

What we noticed in the Prophet Amos is a repeated theme from God in the
other books of Prophesy like Jeremiah. It is God warning government, princes,
priests, prophets, and community values Do not take advantage of your own peo-
ple in the land.Goodness, surely you know we have not learned this message over
2010 plus 587 years later. For example the USDA tells us that 1 out of 7 Amer-
icans is hungry, millions go to bed hungry every night, and many adults do not
have one meal during the day. This ought not to be in the land of plenty, the
home of the brave and the free; and while we are so concerned to fight wars
across the globe in the name of democracy, how about in the name of our deep-
est American and religious values, fighting a war to feed the hungry Americans
of this nation. Even as the Prophet Amos called the wealthy ladies of Bashan,
the fat cows of Bashanbecause they lived in luxury and greed while so many

other neighbors in the land about them were destitute and hungry, so we have a
lot of fat catsin America that ought of greed for increased profits take advan-
tage of the poor people in America. Ever time they up their profits to look good
in the stock market, they put additional pressure on these poor and hungry peo-
ple of America; and the balance of those millionaires and billionaires who out of
their abundance give {hardly the widows mite} near the end to rationalize their
conscience, to the imbalance of those who are poor and needy, even in this coun-
try, does not yet fix the problem of the need and hunger of the 1 out of 7
according to the USDA.As we rapidly scan through the pages and 52 chapters of
Jeremiah {January and February in newsletters and on-line at biblecombible-
man.com}, not only will we pick up these Bible messages of warnings against the
way you treat your own fellow citizens, and the strangers in the land; but pri-
marily we will note in Jeremiah, what is History, Prophesy, and Prediction.

A5-2: History with an Introduction to Edification and Comfort.What
better verse to start with than the history of Jeremiah 24:1 that starts
the chapter with history, then rapidly slides into the prophesy of the
division of Gods people into good figs and bad figs.

Of all the dark messages for dark days of Jeremiah, this passage from chapter
24 to chapter 29 is to provide hope for the good figs of Gods people during
those dark days of Captivity, making edificationand comfortmore the emphasis
in prophesy than previous chapters where God and His servant Jeremiah are
trying to get through the thick and rebellious head of Judah Gods perspective
on their righteousness {really the lack there of in the sight of God, although
they thought all that religion was gong to save them, then in history and eter-
nally} by way of exhortation.

NOTE: These extensive quotes to follow will be from the King James Ver-
sion, because it is in the public domain, preventing those who make profits
out of the Bible from crying copyingwith infringements on their profits:
where something is lost in 1611 English, we will add excerts from the New
King James Version which allows limited quotations in any book.
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“THE Lord shewed me, and ,behold, two baskets of figs were set before
the temple of the LORD, after that Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon had
carried away captive Jeconiah the son of Jehoiakim king of Judah, with the
carpenters and smiths, from Jerusalem, and had brought them to Babylon.”
(Jeremiah 24:1)

While we can easily get the distinct impression that the whole nation of Judah
had gone to pot--people, prophets, priests, and government--we learn in Jere-
miah 24-29 of the good figs, primarily those that were taken captive as con-
trasted to those bad figs that were killed on the spot. And what we really must
decide, especially in light of the previous passage where God had Jeremiah go
through all the streets of Judah and Jerusalem looking for just one righteous
person, that although God was displeased with the righteousness of all the
nation, out of His grace and mercy He chose some better sinners {the good figs}
to not only go into Captivity in Babylon, surviving death and starvation, but also
a remnant of their children to 70 years later return to the Promised Land.

“This is a work of God, and it is marvellous in our eyes.” (Psalm 118:23)

1. (prophesy) The basket of good figs had very good figswhile the basket of bad
figs had very naughty figs--so bad that they could not be eaten. (24:2).

2. (history and prophesy) Jeremiah said that he saw the very good figs and the
evil figs (24:3).

3. (prophesy, history, and prediction) When the Word of God again came to
Jeremiah, God explained that he would acknowledge that part of the population
of Judah sent into Captivity as the good figs....

“Like these good figs, so will I acknowledge them that are carried away
captive of Judah, whom I have sent out of this place into the land of the
Chaldeans for their own good.” (Jeremiah 24:5)

1. God was making something good out of what looked so bad. After all the cap-
tive citizens of Judah in or on their way to Babylon, thought, what could be
good about Babylon and Captivity.
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2. By the way, did you notice in 24:1 the groups that Nebuchadnezzar chose:
craftsmen like silversmiths and carpenters, and some of the princes of the peo-
ple. {Recall how some like Daniel became government leaders in Babylon.}3. Cau-
tion another warning to those who would take Jeremiah 29:11 {in other versions
of the Bible} out of these darkest hour context of Jeremiah and Israel to jus-
tify the Gospel of Prosperity, the real promise for the good figs was in 70
years; it was only for protection not prosperity in Babylon; and the hope was for
their children in 70 years, returning only a remnant, and that remnant by no
means was to what such false preachers call prosperity. {Read Ezra and Nehe-
miah on the Restoration, and how meager for example was the Temple compared
to before. Of course, they were free; and perhaps the Popular Preachers of
Prosperity should concentrate on freedom over prosperity.}

4. God promises to set His eyes on the good figs for their own good: (1) to bring
them back to this land, at least as a people as it would their children after 70
years; (2) God promises to build up the good figs and not tear them down; (3) to
plant them and not pluck them up; God will give them a heart to know them {this
very important teaching of the new birth and righteousness through the new
birth is one of the most significant Christian doctrines, and is quoted in the New
Testament from Jeremiah}; the covenant, albeit a new covenant will then be
established between Gods people and God whereby (a) God will be their God, and
(b) the people will be the people of God; and Gods specially identified people,
the good figs, will return to God with their whole heart. (24:6,7)

5. Top to bottom the evil figs are identified, starting in Jeremiah 24:8-10.

“And as the evil figs, which cannot be eaten, they are so evil; surely thus
saith the LORD, So will 1 give Zedekiah the king of Judah, and his princes,
and the residue of Jerusalem, that remain in this land {some fled Jerusalem
and hid in the hills and among neighbors}, and them that dwell in the land of
Egypt {some went down into Egypt}: and 1 will deliver them to be removed
into all the kingdoms of the earth {the scattering of the Jews all over the
earth} for their hurt {captivity in Babylon was for the good of the good
figs, the scattering of Jews over all the kingdoms of the earth was for the
hurt of the bad figs}, to be a reproach and a proverb, a taunt and a curse,
in all places wither I shall drive them. And I will send the sword, the fam-
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ine, and the pestilence, among them, till they be consumed from off the
land that I gave unto them and to their fathers.” (Jeremiah 24:8-10)

NOTE: Recall even as the prophetic prediction of Captivity or Destruction
was made in Amos at least 163 years before it became history on the
human scene, so this prediction was written and recorded in Jeremiah
before it happened. Those of unbelief in God and the Word of God of the
Bible would be quick to think and say, Yes, after it happened as the people
were divided into either Captives or Survivors on the land, in Egypt, and in
the neighborhood, then God chose the two groups of good figs and bad figs.
No, not so; and such an attitude shows a lack of faith in God and in the
Bible as the Word of God!

A5-3: Years of the Prophesy Against Judah Through Jeremiah.
(chapter 25)

In Jeremiah 25, the Message of God against Judah and Jerusalem delivered
through Jeremiah started in the 13th year of king Josiah and ran until the
present, the present of Jeremiah 25 and the larger contest is identified as
23rd year of, that is for 20 years Jeremiah had daily been speaking to all the
people of Jerusalem and Judah, but they did not listen. (Jeremiah 25:1-3). And
here in Jeremiah 25:4-7 is a summary of Jeremiah and the other Prophets
prophesied for so long.And the LORD hath sent unto you all his servants the
prophets, rising early and sending them; but ye have not hearkened, nor inclined
your ear to hear. They said, Turn ye again now every one from his evil way, and
from the evil of your doings, and dwell in the land that the LORD hath given
unto you and to your fathers for ever and ever: and go not after other gods to
serve them, and to worship them, and provoke me not to anger with the works
of your hands; and 1 will do you no hurt. {This was the message of God through
the Prophets for over 163 plus years; however, the time of no hurt, at least for
the bad figs was over.} Yet ye have not hearkened unto me, saith the LORD:
that ye might provoke me to anger with the works of your hands to your own
hurt.(Jeremiah 25:4-7)
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A5-4: Vivid Description in Jeremiah 25:9-11 of the Calamity.{Please
read it from Jeremiah 25:9-11.}

A5-5: History of Captivity has been fulfilled by the time of Jeremiah 29.

Even as predicted in Jeremiah 24:1, it was past history in Jeremiah 29:1,2. {For
details of the history of the destruction of Jerusalem in 597 and 587 B.C. you
must go to the historical books of Kings and Chronicles. Also Josephus, the Jew-
ish historian has some good detailed accounts.}Now these are the words of the
letter that Jeremiah the prophet sent from Jerusalem unto the residue of the
elders which were carried away captives, and to the priests, and to the proph-
ets, and to all the people whom Nebuchadnezzar had carried away captive from
Jerusalem to Babylon; (after that Jeconiah {another pronunciation for king
Jehoiachin} the king, and the queen, and the eunuchs, the princes of Judah and
Jerusalem, and the carpenters, and the smiths, were departed from Jerusa-
lem;)...(Jeremiah 29:1,2)

1. Jeremiah presents on the behalf of God very practical advice for the good
figs in Captivity: (1) build houses to live in; (2) plant gardens for food; (3) marry
and raise children; (4) in order to increase and not diminish in Babylon, take
wives for your sons and give your daughters for wives; (5) seek the peace of the
city where you live, praying to God for it and peace. (Jeremiah 29:5-7)

2. Even as earlier in Jeremiah false prophets of Israel in Captivity were pre-
dicting that in 2 years there would be a Restoration to the homeland, those
same false prophets were still making predictions of a less than 70 year Captiv-
ity.For thus saith the LORD, that after seventy years be accomplished at Baby-
lon 1 will visit you, and perform my good word toward you, in causing you to
return to this place {Jeremiah is still in Jerusalem}. For 1 know the thoughts
that I think toward you, saith the LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to
give you an expected end.(Jeremiah 29:10,11)

3. Quite contrary to the expected endof the Popular Preachers of Prosperity,
Jeremiah explains in 12-14, Jeremiah and God through Jeremiah explains the
expected end that God intends: (1) Gods people will call upon God; (2) Gods peo-
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ple of the good figs will go and pray to God; (3) God will listen to their prayers;
(4) the people of God will seek God and when they seek with their whole heart
they will be rewarded by finding God; (5) God will be fond of them; (6) God will
turn away, or put behind them, their Captivity; (7) God will gather them from all
the nations where He has driven them; and (8) God will again bring them into the
land of Jerusalem, Judah, and Israel.

A5-6: The Period of Jeremiah 29 is obviously the last Decade of
Jerusalem. You recall Jerusalem was sieged and taken captive in 597
B.C. with some captives taken to Babylon and some killed, then in 587
B.C. completely destroyed with the walls torn down and the temple
torn down. It is obviously during that 10 years during the writing of
Jeremiah 29, and you see it especially starting in Jeremiah 29:15.

1. God and Jeremiah are enraged from Jerusalem that the Captives in Babylon
are saying, The LORD hath raised us up prophets in Babylon...(Jeremiah 29:15)

2. First, in 29:16-19, what is going to happen to Judah that remained after the
Deportation and Captivity of 597 B.C.: (1) God will send upon those remaining
citizens of Jerusalem and Judah the sword, famine, and pestilence; (2) God will
make them like vile figs that cannot be eaten because they are so evil; (3) God
will persecute them with the sword, famine, and pestilence; (4) God will deliver
them to the fate of removal to all the kingdoms of the earth where they will be
a curse, astonishment, hissing, and reproach.

3. And again God and Jeremiah remind them of WHY. {Remember now in Jere-
miah 24-29 as contrasted to Jeremiah 1-23 where the message of judgment
was to the whole nation, now here in Jeremiah 29 it is to the bad figs, those
who remained in Jerusalem and Judah after 597 B.C.}Because they have not
hearkened to my words, saith the LORD, which I sent unto them by my servants
the prophets, rising up early and sending them; but ye not hear, saith the LORD.
(Jeremiah 29:19)
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A5-7: Then starting in Jeremiah 29:20, words for the Captives in
Babylon.Hear ye therefore the word of the LORD, all ye of the captivity,
whom | have sent from Jerusalem to Babylon.(Jeremiah 29:20)NOTE:
Could it be any clearer who God is talking about, just like the hope of
Jeremiah 29:11, who it was delivered to and specifically what that hope
would be?

1. God is delivering the false prophets Ahab and Zedekiah, who prophesied a
liein the name of God to be killed by king Nebuchadnezzar. (29:21)

2. History in Babylon among the captives will take up a new saying and curse, The
LORD make thee like Zedekiah and like Ahab, whom the king of Babylon roasted
in the fire.(Jeremiah 29:22)

A5-8: Back to Cup of Fury of God on nations of Jeremiah 25.Even as
read over and over from Jeremiah 25:15 to the end of Jeremiah 25 in
verse 38, it is hard to tell the exact point and verse where Gods words
of judgment through Jeremiah transition from more immediate
judgment on nations starting at Jerusalem and going forth to Saudi
Arabia and all the nations of the earth, to final judgment on all nations
at the end of time.

Yet you see and know it is there, certainly before you come to Jeremiah 25:31
with the great noisethat is heard to all the ends of the earth.A noise shall come
even to the ends of the earth; for the LORD hath a controversy with the
nations, he will plead with all flesh; he will give them that are wicked to the
sword, saith the LORD.(Jeremiah 25:31)

1. You recognize that great noise as the same as the sounding of the seventh
trumpet of Revelation 10:7.But in the days of the voice of the seventh angel,
when he shall begin to sound, the mystery of God should be finished, as he hath
declared to his servants the prophets.(Revelation 10:7)
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2. That great noise is the great sound of a trumpetis the great gathering of
good figs and bad figs immediately after the Second Coming of Christ of the
teachings of Jesus in Matthew 24:30,31.

“And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall
all the tribes of earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in
the clouds of heaven with power and great glory. And he shall send hsi
angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his
elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.” (Mat-
thew 24:t30,31)

NOTE: At this point in Bible Studies in Jeremiah, it has become obvious
that Jeremiah must be pursued simultaneously with studies on the KING-
DOM. To a certain extent among you most aggressive seekers after Bible
this has already been true as you have indulged in the studies under the
headings of CUP OF WATER and GOLDEN NUGGET AND THE MOCKING
BIRD; however the necessity of consider the tragedies of Jeremiah in the
destruction of Jeremiah without losing a historical perspective of hope and
the kingdom of God and Christ necessitates a more unified approach in
simultaneous Bible study by email and on-line. You can get a better feel for
this if you go to the web page on THE KINGDOM, and read the monthly
newsletters which will now alternate between Jeremiah and the King-
dom.Please also in this simultaneous pursuit, see:

1. Jeremiah and the Forever Kingdom.
2. History of God: A Reconciliation of the Darkness and Hope.

3. The Kingdom.
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1-1: The Apostles knew to ask the right question in the teaching
session with Jesus there on Mount Olives, recognizing the
simultaneous nature of the end of this old earth and the Second
Coming of Christ, with the words, “And what will be the sign of Your
coming, and the end of this age?”” (Matthew 24:3)

While the Apostle Paul, selected and called to do such and write most of the
New Testament, chose two primary signs to identify the time of the Second
Coming--the Falling Away and revelation of the man of sin, Jesus uses one here
in Matthew 24:14 to describe the terminal end of this old earth.

“And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in all the world as a wit-
ness to all the nations, and then the end will come.” (Matthew 24:14)

NOTE: Surely you know enough of missionary activity and evangelism
throughout the world to know that by now in the history of this old earth,
all peoples, tribes, and nations have heard in some form or fashion the
Gospel of Christ; and to know that the Holy Spirit, who leads in this evan-
gelism with quiet and persistent convictions on sin, righteousness, and judg-
ment, has either been withdrawn from the earth or is about to be

withdrawn from the earth.! Pentecostals, although agreed with fundamen-
talism to be among the dominant religious movements of the last decades,
will never know the difference when the Spirit is withdrawn, so effectively
have they cultivated the faking of the tongues and other signs of the pres-
ence of the Spirit.

1. Paul and other Apostles already had the book of Matthew with these teach-
ings of Jesus on last things, and with the sign of the Gospel to every nation as
the end sign, so that Paul could be the chosen vessel to make clear two other
signs that had to come before the Second Coming.

1. What the sociology of this old earth history will see is a big spike in sin, of unrighteousness, and of a lack of concern or
fear of God’s judgment, for example in how many American citizens commonly take the name of God in vain, even hav-
ing an acronym to describe it, that of OMG; with their indifference to God’s judgment being shown by callousness to
“for God will not hold him guiltless that takes His name in vain.”
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NOTE: Most books written by Paul came out of the need to deal with a
problem in the early Christian churches, who of course, already knew about
the book of Matthew. The problem of Il Thessalonians was that some
thought they had missed the Second Coming of Christ. You see, this church
at Thessalonica and the other churches of first century Christianity, had
read carefully--goodness their pastors and elders had read publicly and
preached from it--the terminal and “the end” nature of the Second Coming.
But had “they been left behind”, the same kind of false fear generated by
the fundamentalists Tim LeHaye. {At least, he wrote in fiction so that it is
fiction based false fables and postulates of a “rapture” before the Second
Coming and “one thousand years” on earth for Christians only. You see,
church members do not want to go through final tribulation; and fundamen-
talists in the nature of “they will not endure sound doctrine” (11 Timothy
4:4,5) and the “heaping up of Bible teachers and preachers with itching
ears”, also church members purpose driven more by their own desires than
by the Spirit of Christ, have given church members what they really want,
and think they need, in preparation for the end events of eschatology.

Paul adds to “the end” sign of Jesus, two other signs: (1) the Falling Away of
most Christians from God, Christ, and the Bible {Paul really wrote a whole book
of Hebrews to explain, with the priesthood of Jesus, the nature, inevitability,
and causes of the Falling Away}; and (2) the precipitous end event of the
supreme servant or servants of Satan, the man of sin or son of perdition.

“Let no one deceive you {yes, even today and in America there are
respected preachers and evangelists that would deceive you, the why of
which we must discuss later} by any means {today they do have many subtle
and spectacular means such as charts, invented words like “rapture” and
“one thousand years”, and statements of sensationalism}; for THAT DAY
{obviously the One Day of the LORD God of the universe presented often in
the Old Testament and the One Day of the Lord Jesus Christ, alias the
Second Coming, presented in the New Testament}... THAT DAY will not
come unless the falling away comes first, and the man of sin is revealed,
the son of perdition.” (Il Thessalonians 2:3)
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2. Whatever you do or do not know and understand about the last events of
this old earth's history, you can count on the surety of these 3 signs of the
Second Coming and end of this old earth.

(1). The Gospel of the kingdom is preached to every nation with the guidance
of the Holy Spirit convicting the world of sin, of righteousness, and of judg-
ment; and this is a witness to the world, so that all hear and know the truth
before God makes a final judgment on them. Well, in reality the judgment has
already been made; and each citizen on the world before the end just walks
under that predetermined judgment for good or bad.

“He who believes in Him is not condemned, but he who does not believe is
condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the only
begotten Son of God.” (John 3:18)

(2). The present Falling Away of approximately the last 20-40 years from
God, Christ, and the Bible, consisting of the 5 stages of Il Timothy 4:4,5: (a)
intolerance toward sound doctrine among church leaders and church members;
(b) church member motivation by wants and desires, the purpose driven desires
of church members replace the purpose driven Spirit of Christ; (c) the heaping
up of arrogant Bible teachers and preachers of the “itching ears” type, often
personal dreams and visions especially as in the pentecostal movement taking
the place of the Revelation of the Bible, a Falling Away process that has the
two aspects of heaping out of local churches the preachers of sound doctrine
and the heaping in of those who agree with church members and satisfy their

wants; (d) the tragic and inevitable turning away from truth?, the brink of
which is that on which the church in America stands today; and (3) finally, the
being turned into fables. There are certain groups like the Catholics, Mormons,
and Muslims, and others that long ago passed into this fifth stage of the Falling
Away ahead of the rest of the world, also Darby and Scoffield.

2. Almost in the same category of “the mystery of the rising tide of sin and lawlessness” of Il Thessalonians 2:7, is the mys-
tery of how the intolerance toward sound doctrines of eschatology got so far ahead of intolerance to other sound doc-
trines of the Bible, going as far back as Darby and Scoffield; but of course made famous by: (1) the Bible
correspondence courses by Scoffield, the pastor of the First Congregationalists Church in Dallas; (2) the fundamentalists
adoption of the Scoffield Reference Bible as their standard; and (3) the continuing promotion of the Scoffield Reference
Bible by a Scoffield Reference Bible Association in Memphis, Tennessee.
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(3). Living Christians visual on the man of sin, the son of perdition, which
seems more and more to be a prototype man in the light of the current events in
the Middle East where so many Arab/Muslim enemies of Jerusalem and the
Jews surround Jerusalem and the camp of the saints. All the prototype man has
to do in order to fulfill the long history of the man of sin from Daniel to the
New Testament is: (1) be a man of war; (2) stand in the temple claiming to be
God; and (3) acting in history as though he is a god.

1-2: It is a shame that as the Gospel of the Kingdom to every nation
spreads now as never before, those with the ear of the world through
TV, can not offer more sound doctrine, especially on the end time
doctrines. There is a lot of fire and emotion, but unfortunately not
accompanied by sound doctrine; and even more enthusiasm for the
money of the world, churches refusing to pay for their own evangelism.
{The reality is that they are as much in this world-wide evangelism for
their own gain and status, more than for any other reason of
motivation; and that as part of the Falling Away, this has become more
and more acceptable among Christians.

Such a serious accusation against world-wide evangelism in the name of
Christ and the Gospel today, must be justified with Scriptural support.
What is wrong with what evangelists are preaching on eschatology {last or
end time things}? And consistent with Scripture, we practice the admoni-
tion “not to judge according to appearance, but judge righteous judgement”!

1. Like the so-called prophet or evangelists from California who predicted the
end of the world, with a specific date in May, which did not become true; there
are hundreds of such fundamentalists and pentecostals who base Predictions,
not on the Revelation of the Bible, but on their own dreams, visions, and what
they call personal words from God Himself.

NOTE: You can always tell those kinds of preachers, that is if you really
want to know the truth on the matter, by whether they have the con-
demned attitude of I Corinthians 14:36, which by the way always comes
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with gibberish as the speaking on tongues whereas in the Bible it is other
known languages--designed to facility communication instead of confusion,
and the total subject of I Corinthians 14: that attitude being either that
(1) the Word of God came to them only, or (2) that they, their church or
denomination originated the Word of God.

“Or did the word of God comes originally from you? Or was it you only that
it reached? If anyone thinks himself to be a prophet or spiritual, let him
acknowledge that the things which I write to you are the commandments of
the Lord.” (I Corinthians 14:36,37)

NOTE: Sometimes it is difficult to tell what groups are doing more damage
to the sound doctrines of the Bible, whether it is those who have no
respect at all for the Bible as the Word of God, therefore substituting
their own “commandments of men for the doctrines of God”; or those who
try to supplement with words like “God told me” or “God said to me” their
personal so-called revelations for the solid and known Revelations of God in
the 66 books of the Bible. In either case, the end effect is the same: a
decrease in the sound doctrines of the Bible known among Christians and
the lost, and an increase in the intolerance toward sound doctrine, alias
“they will not endure sound doctrine”.

2. Such false predictions of the end of the world have so much attention, and
even fear, that the world must be reminded, like Moses wrote years ago about
Prophets and Prophesy:

“And if you say in your heart, ‘How shall we know the word which the LORD
has not spoken?'--when a prophet speaks in the name of the LORD, if the
thing does not happen or come to pass, that is the thing which the LORD
has not spoken; the prophet has spoken it presumptuously; you shall not be
afraid of him.” (Deuteronomy 18:21,22)

The translation in the New International Commentary on Deuteronomy 18:22 is
helpful for more understanding, essentially saying that (1) if it is not true, some
very familiar with the Bible on eschatology can recognize it as false the minute
it is spoken, and (2) if it does not come to pass; then do not give that much cre-
dence or especially “dread” to what was prophesied.
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“when the prophet speaks in the name of the Lord, and the word is not true
or doe snot come to pass, that is a word that the Lord has not spoken.
The prophet has spoken it in presumption. You shall not dread him.”

NOTE: Sometimes it seems that what really what makes a denomination is
those peculiar and unsound doctrines they support.

1-3: That brings us to two other signs before the Second Coming given
by Jesus in the Matthew 24 teachings on the Mount of Olives to His
disciples: (1) “Then many false prophets shall rise up and deceive
many”’; and (2) “And because lawlessness will abound, the love of
many will grow cold.” (Matthew 24:11,12)

1. While human nature always dictates that it is not my pastor that is a false
prophet, or my evangelist, just like it is not my school or state or community
that is in trouble, if you listened to all the Christians in America you would have
to decide that right now in America there are only a few, if any, false prophets.

2. While we are often lead by the false literalism of the fundamentalists, or out
of our own personal desires as motivations, or intolerance toward sound doc-

trine, and above all “the heaping up of Bible teachers with itching ears” chose to
do is forget or skip over the Bible fact that these false prophets, lo and behold

some of which are in our local churches and denominations,3 “shall rise up and
deceive many”.

Now, with their control of the SBC, the fundamentalists can no longer blame
these falsely called moderates {in the process fundamentalists have slain
thousands of careers and reputations}, for THE RISING UP OF FALSE

3. The fundamentalists before they took over control of the SBC approximately 25 years ago were able to blame the so-
called moderates {many of them like Winfred Moore of Amarillo and Bert Dominy of SWBTS were more conservation
on the Bible than their accusers like Criswell, Adrian Rogers, and Charles Stanley} of a lack of literalism and certainly as
a group of “liberals”, the equivalent of false prophets in their own little minds. Someday if we ever get an objective and
intellectually honest historian in the SBC, you will see that the real cause of the split into 3 denominations and the war-
fare that caused it was over the sacredness of the Scoffield Notes on eschatology.
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PROPHETS AND THE DECEPTION OF MANY. What the SBC is daily becoming,
namely dying and dead, now rests on their own shoulders!

3. The end result of all this deception from the fundamentalists leaders is that
“as sin and lawlessness has abounded” with America's part in the Falling Away,
the “love of many {southern baptists} has waxed cold”; and the pitiful aspect is
not of the Falling Away itself, but the failure of southern baptists to even see
the reality of the Falling Away itself.

a. Fundamentalists deny or ignore the Falling Away itself. You will not hear
them preach or teach on it, because the churches and the church leaders are
also leaders in the Falling Away. My goodness, they are the only ones who have
something to fall away from; those of the world certainly do not have any godly
convictions from which to fall away.

b. Fundamentalists false claim a “rapture” before the Second Coming to res-
cue their church members from the Falling Away and Final Tribulation.
Although many of them believe this false claim, it can not happen because all
similar events like “our gathering” are reserved for the very end. Surely mil-
lionaires and self-righteous would enjoy a special gathering for themselves
before the end, and apart from all the dead in Christ, and then a thousand
years of prosperity on earth enjoying all their earthly possessions; but it just
will not, according to the realities of Scripture, happen!

NOTE: Just stop to think about, how can there even be the falling away
Paul teaches in 11 Thessalonians if there are not Christians left on earth to
fall away. And how can there be any more dead to die again later at some
fictitious time sequence, if all the dead in Christ have already been gath-
ered up from the four corners of the earth just before “our gathering” of
living Christians.
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1-4: Perhaps “Terminal” is a better word for you if you do not
understand “the end of this age.”

The whole context of 1 Thessalonians 4:16,17 is TERMINAL, the very end event
of the history of this old earth; and how in the world Swaggart and the funda-
mentalists under the influence of Scoffield can read into this Scripture events
of history on this old earth, except for a new earth, is beyond all Scriptural rea-
son.

“For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice
of an archangel, and with the trump of God. And the dead in Christ will
rise first. Then we who are alive and remain shall be caught up together
with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall
always be with the Lord.” (1 Thessalonians 4:16,17)

1. The Lord Jesus Christ Himself descending from heaven is obviously the Sec-
ond Coming of Christ, a terminal event for this old earth except in the eschato-
logical philosophies of Scoffield.

2. All Christians of all history that have died are the first to be raised from
the dead, and this is also obviously a TERMINAL event of history and of this old
earth.

3. Those that are alive and remain at the Second Coming of Christ, along with
the dead in Christ who have preceded us briefly will then “live with the Lord
Jesus Christ forever, this is also TERMINAL for the old earth and the old life,
and the beginning of a new life of a new people on the new earth.

4. We, in all intellectual honesty and on the proper exegesis of Scripture
{hermeneutics} must point out 6 failures in fundamentalists interpretation of
Scripture that caused them to ignore and oppose such solid and sound teachers
on Bible eschatology as Ray Summers {WORTHY IS THE LAMB} and McDowell
{THE MEANING AND MESSAGE OF REVELATION}.

a. They manifested the group bad attitude of I Corinthians 14: (1) the Word
of God in the form of Scoffield notes on eschatology came to them only, this
within itself is quite a work of art since it was originated by a Congregationalist

minister in Dallas; and (2) the Word of God in the form of these same notes
came out of their Bible Baptist churches and little seminaries.

b. They failed to practice the ASPI, the authorized semi-public interpreta-
tion of Scripture as advised in Il Peter 1:20,21, keeping their eschatological
and other interpretations under control by comparison with other easier to
understand Scriptures.

NOTE: The plain truth is that Scripture is of no private interpretation
whether that private group include Scoffield or fundamentalists. It is
another way to say that Scripture is self-interpretative.

c. Their bad attitude on love of Christian brothers, in the false name of lit-
eral on Scriptures, allowed them to slay reputations and careers like men at
Southwestern Seminary and so-called moderate pastors much better men of
God than themselves, men like Bert Dominy at Southwestern, Summers and Ber-
nard Ramm at Baylor, McDowell at Southern Seminary, and Winfred Moore at
Amarillo.

NOTE: Only the judgment day will show the full extent in the sight of God
of this destruction of fundamentalists in the SBC, while they in turn built
up their own careers and reputations. How can we ever forget approxi-
mately 25 years ago as Bill Moyer interview W.A. Criswell, then the
acknowledged leader of the fundamentalists, was asked about the warfare
between fundamentalists and “moderates”, replying: “We are going to keep
fighting until one side or the other wins.”

Brother, 1 don't care who it is or how respected they were among southern bap-
tists, and especially fundamentalists, that is a lack of love and a spirit of war-
fare among Christian brethren.

d. Bless their little pea-picking hearts, as they ignored men like Dominy,
Summers, McDowell, and Moore on Scripture, and in the heat of the battle to
interpret Scripture and write and preach sermons, they bought the whole
Scoffield philosophy--hook, line, and sinker--on eschatology. The prime failure
in total Scriptural interpretation was to ignore the reality that what bound
Satan was the coming of the Holy Spirit in great power and glory, starting the
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“last days” and “the thousand years”; and what releases Satan during the Falling
Away, the “little while” of Revelation, is the withdrawal of the Holy Spirit from
earth predicted in 11 Thessalonians 2:7.

e. There was a lot of jealousy among the small Bible Baptists churches and
denomination against the larger and more prosperous Southern Baptist
Churches: Stanley, Criswell, and Rogers formerly of fundamentalists churches
and training moved into larger southern baptist churches. You know the old
story, “The spirit within us lusteth to envy” (James 4:5)

f. A certain denominational cockiness and peculiarity about the Security of
the Believer and rapid evangelism which allowed them to ignore both the signifi-
cance of the Parable of the Seed and Sower--in particular the seed receive with
joy then which the “cares of this world and the deceitfulness of riches chokes
out”, and a less than 9 month new birth which Jesus clearly taught to Nicode-
mus. This is just plain taking Scripture out of the total context of the Bible,
especially the New Testament, with a hunt and peck, “go everywhere preaching”,
proof text method they have chosen to trophy as “literalism”! {This so-called
literalism has within itself been a successful, group propaganda campaign
which has led to control of the SBC.}

NOTE: They should at some point, if any of them or their students have
been overcome by the intellectual honesty from Elton Trueblood, try to rec-
oncile their non-literal isogesis of “rapture” and “one thousand years”
instead of the “a” and “the” thousand years of Revelation. Also reconcile
their philosophy of eschatology from Scoffield with the binding of Satan
with the appearance on earth of the Holy Spirit in great power, and con-
victing the world of sin, of righteousness, and of judgment--which obviously
restricted the work of Satan; likewise the release of Satan as the Holy
Spirit is withdrawn from earth.

1-5: Now into all these simple and straightforward historical events of
| Thessalonians 4:16,17 why should fundamentalists try to read into
this complex additional events like: (1) a rapture which is not even a
Bible word, it is Latin for ““the catching up into the air’’; and (2) one
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thousand years* on earth before these Terminal events of the Second
Coming.

The simplicity of the Second Coming , and by the way the words of 1 Thessalo-
nians 4:16,17, with first the resurrection of the dead caught up into the air, and
then with “we who are alive and remain...caught up together with them in the
clouds to meet the Lord in the air” , and the forever of eternity and the new
earth is just so terminal that EXPERTS can not leave it alone. In all sincerely,
these EXPERTS {x is for unknown and spert is a drip under pressure} must
be asked time and time again, “What part of terminal do you not understand?”
Goodness, according to the Bible time and time again, and apart from the
Scoffield notes on eschatology that you will read as additions at the bottom,
the Second Coming is the same as the ONE DAY OF THE LORD and Lord; and all
is over for the history of this old earth at that time.

NOTE: You know, TERMINAL for the old earth, is the only concept that 1
can think of to describe the total intent of Scripture on the Second Com-
ing. And pardon me if in order to counter these non-biblical words and
concepts like “rapture” and “one thousand years”, I also invent by exegesis,
not isogesis, another word, the word TERMINAL; and the Bible concept
that this is terminal for the old earth and the beginning of the new earth.

“...Then The End Will Come.” (Jesus in Matthew
24:14) Part .

4. By the way, “one thousand years” is not even Biblical. Read the only usages of it in Revelation 20:1-6, except for Peter’s
“one day is as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day”: in the Bible record of all usages it is always A thou-
sand years and THE thousand years and never one thousand years. One thousand years is a figment of Scoffield’s imag-
ination--what can you expect for a divorced lawyer that then goes to the First Congregationalists Church of Dallas and
starts a correspondence course on the infamous Scoffield NOTES of eschatology. A thousand years and the thousand
years is a place marker for an extremely long period of time, greater than one day and less than the two thousand years of
real history since the Ascension of Christ back to heaven.
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The necessary Scriptures to do some justice to this
subject of THE END expanded so large that it was
necessary to divide the message into two parts.
This is the Second Part, and takes you all the way
to the end of the end of Daniel.

1-6. Perhaps the famous ONE DAY of the LORD of the Old Testament
and the famous ONE Day of the Lord Jesus Christ of the New
Testament, by the way the same end day or terminal day, is better for
you if you have trouble understanding ““the end”” or Terminal?

Here in a nutshell, made to be simple in the Bible, is what is going to happen on
that final, terminal ONE DAY OF THE LORD AND Lord Jesus Christ.

1. The 2 prior events of the (1) Falling Away and (2) a visual on the man of sin,
recorded in the subject matter of 11 Thessalonians, begin to climax as the “lit-
tle time” (Revelation 20:3) starts, precipitated by the withdrawal of the Holy
Spirit from earth (11 Thessalonians 2:7) which releases Satan from bondage.
These are prior events, not the ONE day, and are clearly demanded by the
Word of God context of Il Thessalonians. For example:

“Now brethren, concerning the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ {what part
of this as the Second Coming of Christ can not be understood} and our
gathering together to Him {Bible words are not rapture, but “our gathering
together to Him; and it would be far preferable to call it “OUR GATHER-
ING” than to invent some rapture.}, we ask you {and preachers today con-
cerned about all this false deceit about the timing of the Second Coming,
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would again ask you of more sober mind and more noble motivations}, not to
be soon shaken in mind or troubled, either by spirit or by word or by let-
ter....”

NOTE: Christians are being troubled today by the deceit that they are not
presently in the Falling Away, and that they will not have to go through
final tribulation with these false concepts of “rapture” and “one thousand
years”.

“...as if from us, as though the day of Christ had come. Let no one
deceive you by any means {any preacher or evangelists or pastor of
respected reputation, status, and popularity is not to be the means to
deceive you on the sequence of events of the Second Coming of Christ}; for
THAT DAY will not come unless the falling away comes first, and the man
of sin is revealed, the son of perdition...” (11 Thessalonians 2:1-3)

2. Satan and the man of sin bring their world-wide, and deceived, army against
Jerusalem and the camp of the Saints; so that this is the precipitous event of
the history of this old earth, where Christ in that ONE DAY of the Second
Coming also destroys with the host of heaven this army.

3. Also on this ONE Day, God and Christ destroy the old earth by fire as pre-
dicted by Peter, “the elements will melt with a fervent heart”. By the way the
reason for OUR GATHERING is to get all dead Christians and all alive Chris-
tians out of the way for the total destruction of the whole earth.

4. Then there is the creation of the new earth for the new people of God.

5. God lowers the new Jerusalem down from heaven to sit on Mount Zion.

1-7: Except for the confusion of the Scoffield Notes on Eschatology
{last things} and the turmoil caused by fundamentalists, what is so
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hard about that, to see the events of the Second Coming as all in ONE
DAY.

1. In ONE Day Christ appears in the clouds of heaven and draws all the dead in
Christ and those who are still alive and remain on earth at the great OUR
GATHERING.

2. With the dead in Christ and live Christians out of the way, off the earth; and
in that same One Day Christ can finish His destruction of both the one great
army coming against Jerusalem and the camp of the saints, and that of the total
earth by fire.

3. On this same ONE great Day of the LORD and Lord, God through Christ like
in original creation, will create one new earth with one new people of Jews and
Gentiles.

4. On this same One great Day, God can lower the New Jerusalem of 1500 miles,
by 1500 miles, by 1500 miles by 1500 miles down from heaven to Mount Zion.

NOTE: There is a prophetic prediction of encouragement that one day
Assyrian {now lraqi}, Egypt, and Canaan will both have a major highway that
runs between them and speak the same language. Surely we must see that
as part of the very large New Jerusalem which will easily compass the dis-
tance between these countries, with New Jerusalem centered on Mount
Zion, and the Mediterranean gone as “there is no more sea”.

1-8: Would that it were possible to be more gracious to these
fundamentalists; however no matter how respected by a select group of
people or denomination, it is just not possible to tamper with the Word
of God in the manner of these fundamentalists without some protests
from real conservatives! It is not easy on eschatology, and there is no
quick and easy method of interpretation like with Scoffield Notes; and it
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Is possible to try to be gracious by admitting three common problems
on interpretation of eschatology.

1. In the famous Matthew 24 of Jesus on Mount Olives, there is the pattern--
same as in Old Testament prophesies--to begin at a certain historical event and
go all the way to the end with the Second Coming of Christ; then to repeat that
again and again, usually started with “then”; so that the lawyer Scoffield was
confused looking in Matthew 24 and the book of Revelation for a sequence that
started at the beginning and went all the way to the end.

NOTE: The faithful exegesis of Matthew 24, with the simultaneous
sequence from a historical event all the way to the end method of the
Bible, can use this same outline of Jesus for the whole book of Revelation,
and in fact for the total eschatology of the Bible. It is far better than

the imposition on the Bible® of an artificial and false philosophy that
involves dispensations, the reading of the messages to the 7 churches of
Asia Minor as so kind of vague church history of the future, a rapture, 70
years here and one thousand years here, and on and on, so that we never
get to the new earth.

2. There is an adversity® among Christians and church members to see the two
kinds of Calamities as sent by God, the calamities of the first kind like in the
destruction of Jerusalem of Jeremiah with the 70 years of captivity; an the
calamities of the second kind which are almost under automatic control through
the “whole creation groaning” with earthquakes, hurricanes, droughts, wildfires,
tornadoes, and the like, leading up to the total calamity of the destruction of
the old earth.

5. In hermeneutics, the science of biblical interpretation, this is called isogesis, or the reading of meaning into the Bible,
contrasted to exegesis which is reading out the Bible meaning. As one wise Bible professor said, “Just let the Bible say
what it wants to say.” By the way what men like Ramm {certainly not Rimmer of the fundamentalists group} have done
is to take rules of interpretation laid down in the Bible and make a list and explanation of them. It is earlier what was
called the self-interpretation of the Bible. You will see it more clearly as you become aware of how with every quote of
the Old Testament in the New Testament, there is also an explanation or interpretation.

6. Itis really an intolerance toward sound doctrine of the Bible, starting with the Falling Away approximately 1968 and
continuing as more Bible teachers are heaped up with itching ears.
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3. In most prophetic predictions of the Old Testament, both a Day of God is
mentioned of more immediate judgment, like in Joel, {over 163 years ahead of
time in Joel and over 1000 years in Deuteronomy}; and then automatically
running, almost noticeable if you do not carefully look for the language of eter-
nity and forever, into the end of the time of this old earth.

NOTE: So many itching ears Bible teachers fail to notice the transfer
from immediate calamities to the final events, such as the lion laying down
with the lamb, etc; and therefore look for many of these final events to
happen on some postulated one thousand years on earth instead of: (1) in
the eternity of the new earth; and (2) on the new earth.

1-9: The Terminal “The End” from Daniel.

Granted there is much in Daniel difficult to understand; however surely we can
understand “The End” repeated 5 or 6 times in the last chapter {chapter 12} of
Daniel: “...until the time of the end; many shall run to and fro {a lot of world
travel like today}, and knowledge shall increase {an information explosion like
today with all these computers}...” (12:4); “...and when the power of the holy
people has been completely shattered, all these things shall be finished {fin-
ished is like English for “The end” and French “alfin” for the end} (12:7); “My
lord, what shall be the end of these things?” (12:8); “And he said, ‘Go your way,
Daniel, for the words are closed up and sealed till the time of the end” (12:9);
“But you, go your way till the end” (12:13a); and “for you shall rest, and will arise
to your inheritance at the end of the days.” (12:13b)

1. Often since we have some troubles with Daniel in understanding all last
things {eschatology}, and in spite of being told clearly in this concluding chapter
of Daniel that some of the “words are closed up and sealed” until made clear by
actual historical events at THE END, you definitely can understand clearly many
last days events and primarily come to see the pattern of SWEEPS TO THE
END that will help you with understanding of both Matthew 24 and the book of
Revelation. {5 sweeps to the end in Daniel, and for more details on these
sweeps, you can read CUP OF WATER, available free as a PDF download on
the www.biblecombibleman.com web site}.
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(1). Daniel Sweep #1 to the End, Daniel 7:9-13.

(a) God, the Ancient of Days, sitting in Judgment with His court and the power
to execute; (b) The Man of Sin, or the Son of Perdition, respectively of the
Greek and Roman Empire, like a parable, completely fulfilled in the end time
Man of Sin {now looking more and more like a prototype and typical man with
all the Arab/Muslim leaders assembling their vast armies around Israel with
the motivation to destroy Jews and Jerusalem}; (c) Other kingdoms under
the control and judgment of God and kings given a period of dominion according
to the determination of God, the Ancient of Days {surely you do not think that
the rise and fall of just another kingdom called the United States is not
under the control of the Ancient of Days}; (d) Establishment {not fulfillment}
of the Everlasting kingdom of Christ to ruler over all other kings and kingdoms,
determined by the Ancient of Days but not truly realized on earth until the
death and resurrection of Jesus Christ; and (e) The Second Coming of Christ to
finalize the reign of Christ over all other kingdoms of this earth, and then
deliverance to the Great Judge that God may be all in all.

(2). Daniel Sweep #2 to the End, Daniel 7:15-27.

(a) Daniel explained to King Belshazzar {King of Babylon after Nebuchadnez-
zar nand before Darius} that the 4 beasts of his vision, like explanations from
Jesus un parables, are 4 kings; (b) the focus of Daniel's interest is on the
details about the “little horn”, first descriptive phrase of the Old Testament
for the man of sin, and most of this about his pompous speeches against the
Ancient of Days; (c) the pompous little horn, the man of sin, in his fight against
the saints is prevailing {the Falling Away and the withdrawal of the Holy
Spirit from earth make possible this “complete shattering of the holy peo-
ple”, equivalent of Jesus' “because sin shall abound, the love of many will
was cold” and the equivalent of the 5 stages of the Falling Away from the
Apostle Paul in I'l Timothy 4:4,5, the fifth stage of which is a complete
turning away from truth with the subsequent fifth of “being turned into
fables™}; (d) the Ancient of Days judges {historically intervenes} in favor of
the saints, and sends the Lord Jesus Christ, alias the Second Coming, to exe-
cute this Judgment; (e) the son of perdition will be a Revolutionary {much like
the Arab/Muslim with his Jihad} who tries to change “times and laws” {tries to
turn around history and replace law, common law, and the 10 commands
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with a Muslim law like in the Koran}, the saints are given into his hands of a
time, times, and half a time; (f) The Court of God takes away the dominion of
the man of sin and Satan, destroying it forever; and (g) greatness of the previ-
ous kingdoms on earth will be given over by the Most High God to the kingdom of
Christ {by the way on the new earth and centered around the New Jerusa-
lem lowered down from heaven on Mount Zion} where the saints will obey and
serve God.

(3). Daniel's Third Sweep of History to the End, Daniel 8:1-28.

The vision by Daniel of the ram and goat, the interpretation of which was given
by Gabriel himself: while most of it is about the kings of Persia, Greece, and
Rome--now past history--there is more about the infamous man of sin, the “little
horn” that spreads to the north, south, east, and west. This is the time Satan is
released from bondage because the Holy Spirit is withdrawn from earth, the
Muslim forces on earth joining with the fallen forces from heaven to wage a
mighty war.

(4). The fourth Sweep, Daniel 9:1-27

Gabriel has arrived from heaven, sent by God, to answer Daniel's prayer, “what
is going to happen to my people?” And the answer is once again a sweep all the
way to the end of time on the old earth, of course with more detail. It is almost
as if the radar sweep of history is closer, filling in more details of peaks and val-
leys: (1) 70 weeks, really meaning 70 years, of Captivity is to be the fate of
Israel in Babylon as God through Jeremiah foretold for them; (2) From the res-
toration until the Messiah comes that will be cut off by God's people {the cruci-

fixion of the Lord Jesus Christ by lIsrael’}; (3) predictions of the destruction
of the temple and the city of Jerusalem, the famous abomination of desolation
that Jesus references in Matthew 24 from Daniel {Israel still had not learned
their lesson of obedience by faith, so they rejected the very Son of God,

except for approximately 100,000 of Jews converted in the first century};
(4) yes, like today there were prototypes during other periods of history of the
man of sin, warming up to the final man of sin that leads the world army in the

7. Sometimes it just seems like Israel was jealous of the Son of God.
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attack on Jerusalem and the camp of the saints, this first century period of
history it was another “man of fortresses”, or war, the Roman General Titus

8who destroyed the temple and Jerusalem in 75 A.D; (5) under the wings of
desolation {what Paul would later call in Il Thessalonians, the rising tide of
the mystery of sin and lawlessness} the released Satan will empower the man

of sin to lead a gigantic world-wide army against Jerusalem?; and (6) the con-
summation is poured out on the desolate at the end.

(5). Fifth Sweep to the End, Daniel 10-12.

Of course like with all sweeps to the end of Daniel and other eschatological
writings like Matthew 24, Mark 13, and the book of Revelation, each sweep adds
more details of the peaks and valleys of history. This 5th sweep takes 3 chap-
ters of Daniel to cover. {If you have caught on to this pattern of God the
Spirit in the writing of Scriptures, a pattern of sweeps all the way to the
end, and each time with more detail, you can be rescued from the tendency
of the Irish Roman Catholic priest, Darby, and the divorced former lawyer
Scoffield of the First Congregationalists Church in Dallas, to impose on the
book of Revelation a straight sequence from beginning to end on the escha-

tology.lo}. This marvelous section of Daniel and fifth sweep is where Daniel
himself gets an encouraging vision of the Glorious Man. Of course, such things
as the kings of Persia in chapter 10 is repeated with more detail, then the kings
{emperors} of Rome start in chapter 11; the people who actually know God will
carry out great exploits, obviously the predicted history of Acts; then the
great tribulation of the first centuries happens (11:33) where “they shall fall by
sword and flame, by captivity and plundering”; then into the final tribulation and
the Falling Away where “some of those of understanding shall fall, to refine

them, purify them!!, and make them white, until the time of THE END” (11:35);
and the man of sin makes his visual appearance in human history {of course, one

8. General Titus later became a Roman Emperor and leading persecutor of Christians.

9. Thisis, of course, during the Falling Away. Two big historical factors are at work to “completely shatter the power of the
holy people”, Daniel 12:7: the withdrawal of the Holy Spirit from earth by God the Father, and the process of the Falling
Away.

10.For example the weird efforts, completely bought by the ignorance of fundamentalists, to postulate a fiction of God
working in dispensations of history.
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of the only 2 signs mentioned by Paul in 11 Thessalonians as necessary before
the Second Coming}.

“Then the king shall do according to his own will: he shall exalt and magnify
himself above every god, shall speak blasphemies against the God of gods,
and shall prosper till the wrath has been accomplished, for what has been
determined shall be done. He shall regard neither the God of his fathers
nor the desire of women, nor regard any god; for he shall exalt himself
above them all. But in their place he shall honor a god of fortresses; and a
god which his fathers did not know he shall honor with gold and silver {look
at that hideous golden Dome of a Moslem mosque on the holy land of Jeru-
salem} , with precious stones and pleasant things. Then he shall act against

the strongest fortresses? with a foreign god, which he shall acknowledge,
and advance its glory; and he shall cause them to rule over many and divide
the land for gain.” (Daniel 11:36-39)

NOTE: If you can not see in this the whole history of the Muslim move-
ment, your eyes are cluttered by Darby, Scoffield, and famous fundamen-
talists preachers. Hardly do we stop to think that another god called
“Allah”, not the same as the God of the Bible evidenced by the actions of
Muslims and the words of their own Scriptures, as blasphemy against the
only real God of this Universe. Nor do we stop to consider the prosperity
and expansion of Mohammedanism since its inception late in history during
the 700's A.D. Largely Arabs descended from Ishmael, a son of Abraham,
throughout this history and before have come to ignore: (1) the God of
their fathers like Abraham; (2) ignore the desire of men; (3) have not
respect for any god except Allah who really turns out to be Satan; and (4)
their leaders {rulers or kings} magnify themselves like the present President
of Iran, like Hisballah, like those of Gaza and the West Bank, and Saudi

Arabia over all other gods!3.

11. Most of us did not understand it at the time as fundamentalists were riding over the backs of conservative Bible teachers
and pastors to gain control the SBC, but Bert Dominy formerly of Southwestern Seminary and Baylor, would say with a
positive approach that it was “a purging process”. Does SunGrist_Bible have the nerve to put the takeover of the SBC by
the fundamentalists as a large factor in the Falling Away? Certainly! All the greed, and fighting, and lack of love cer-
tainly did not come from Christ and the spirit of love!

12. In our finite understanding of detail it is hard to tell from today’s date of 2011 how far back this goes, obviously it must
included the sweep of the known world that Mohammedanism made during the 700’s.
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Right now, the Muslim/Arabs rule over much of the total land and population of
the world; and you are seeing a large revolution underway now as they over-
throw sympathetic rulers to Western and Christian powers. Just look at how
divided the land of God in Palestine has become in recent years with Gaza, and
the West Bank, and Syria, and Hisballah in Lebanon, all peoples who desire the
destruct on of Jerusalem and the United States. And you who are conservative
on the Bible, especially southern Baptists not controlled in your thought like
your denomination by fundamentalists, would immediately see in the ungodly and
blasphemous Muslim movement, the influence of Satan and many collective men
of sin {leaders of these Muslim/Arab} countries, were it not for the detrimen-
tal influence of fundamentalists with their weird teachings and philosophy of
last things {eschatology}. Of course what has happened to Baptists and other
conservatives is as they have allowed the extreme tolerance of other religions
and gods to overcomes any remaining endurance toward sound doctrine. The
religious of American are considered what other religions and countries think;
what the intellectual and tolerant think of the American Democratic faith; the
moral majority, if you would: however, very few are really worried about what
the real God of this world, and the real determiner of the history of the world
thinks!

“And he {it is much closer to THE END when you consider the man of sin of
Il Thessalonians as a typical Muslim leader} shall plant the tents of his
palace between the seas and the glorious holy mountain; yet he shall come
to his END, and no one will help him.” (Daniel 11:45)

1-10: ““Some of those of understanding shall fall”” (Daniel 11:35)

You who are in the present day process of ignoring or denying the historical
reality of the Falling Away of God's people, not from churches and denomina-
tions, but from God, Christ, and the sound doctrine of the Bible, must just let
the Bible say what it wants to say as above in Daniel 11:35.

13. It is amazing how such bottom immoral people of murder and adultery and lack of respect for the real God and real
Bible have convinced many of history that they are the real believers and Christians are the infidels. What you are seeing
is the predicted success of Satan, released from bondage, and the a collective batch of men of sin.
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1. The “understanding” of the godly and knowing starts in context back at 11:32
with “the people who know their god”.

Satan and the man of sin corrupts by flattery the most religious people that
have ever lived, and at the time of Christ, in the first century the Jewish lead-
ers that even since Jeremiah have done “wickedly against the covenant” of God.
However as we know from the history of Acts and of the first chapters of Rev-
elation, there were in the first centuries some who knew their God and were
strong, even with the leadership of Jesus through the Apostles carrying out
“great exploits” {look at the missionary journeys and writing of the Apostle
Paul}.

2. The rapid expansion of Christianity immediately after the Ascension of
Christ, again the emphasis of the Bible, if you let it say what it wants to say is
on the few “who understand”.

“And those of the people who understand shall instruct many...” (Daniel

11:33a)
3. Yet this is the time of the great tribulation.

“yet for many days they shall fall by sword and flame, by captivity and
plundering” (Daniel 11:33b)

NOTE: We do the Scriptures injustice to confuse this Great Tribulation
with the Final Tribulation that the church is about to pass into any year
now!

4. Yes, it is possible for some of those of understanding to FALL.
“And some of those of understanding shall fall, to refine them, purify them,

and make them white, UNTIL THE TIME OF THE END; because it is still
for the appointed time.” (Daniel 11:35)
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to pick up, at your own pace, on the more fundamental studies, Bible Studies in
Jeremiah and Prophesy and the Advanced Studies in Jeremiah Several realities
of the contemporary world demand we do so: (1) the changing nature of the
Arab world in countries like Egypt, Syria, Tunisia, and others; (2) the over-
whelming world and US calamities of the first and second kind with the confu-
sion between the two kinds--after all the word calamity, and at several levels
looms large in Jeremiah as well as the words idol and idolatry that often brings
calamities of the first kind; (3) the startling similarities between the false
official prophets and priests of Jeremiah that led God's people into idolatry
and the practices and dreams of false prophets and shepherds of today; and (4)
related to number 3 is similarities to the two top level evils of God's people of
Jeremiah--forsaking the God of the living fountain of water and making broken
cisterns as substitutes for God, idols if you would, that can hold no water--to
the 5 stages of the great Apostasy called the Falling Away that Americans are
passing through in this generation immediately before the Second Coming of
Christ, along with some of the broken cisterns that shepherds of today offer
God’s people as substitutes like Messianic Judaism, Mormonism based on 4 new
Bibles not recognized by Christians, one thousand years on earth, a predicted
and false rapture before the Second Coming, and the Gospel of Prosperity and
Health.

1-2: Blind and Blind to the Blindness

Presently church and denominational leaders of Christianity are so enamored
with structure building that they can not see evidences within their own orga-
nizations of spiritual decay, inevitable near the end times, which the Bible time
and time again calls the Falling Away. Why not, this relgious structure, not mat-
ter how far it has departed from the New Testament pattern, is still the
source of their living and status in the world. What any practitioner of intellec-
tual honesty about churches today in America will see is the similarity to the
people of Plato's works who lived underground, with only reflections of light
instead of true light; and they knew nothing better, thinking that the artificial
light was the real light.
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Most of these substitute cisterns of living water completely ignore the Falling
Away {in fact quite often postulated fictions of revival are substituted to hide
the Falling Away of churches and church members from God, Christ, and the
Bible} and the almost immediate withdrawal of the Holy Spirit from earth!
Prophesy in both the Old Testament, where it was very exclusive as God called
only a few men to receive revelations and where like in the book of Jeremiah all
the official prophets and priests had gone wrong, and prophesy in the New Tes-
tament, where it became more democratic after the Coming of the Holy Spirit
and the Ascended Christ appointed prophets like pastors, teachers, evangelists
and apostles; but prophesy then became not new revelations but rather based on
the recorded teachings and messages of Christ and the Apostles and Prophets.
Thus this democratic nature of prophesy predicted in Jeremiah remained under
the control of God's written book, the Bible, and where the democratic nature
of prophesy has been perverted today is by several methods promoted by
Satan: (1) new revelations that are falsely claimed, primarily by Pentecostals,
but also by Mormons with their four extra Bibles not accepted by Christians,
and high level church leaders like the Pope who try to make extra revelations by
their decrees; (2) reading meaning into the Bible, isogesis, like Scoffield has
misled the fundamentalists, rather than taking the time and effort to do exege-
sis, reading the meaning out of the Bible using the ASPI; and (3) trends of the 5
stage Falling Away that develops (a) intolerance toward sound doctrine, (b)
sanctification of personal driven wants of church members, (c) heaping up in
churches and denominations of itching ears Bible teachers and preachers (11
Timothy 4:3,4), and (d) the current general trends of the Falling Away as the
rising tide of the mystery of lawlessness and sin (11 Thessalonians) overtakes
us, the love of most Christians waxes cold as Jesus predicted, and the number
of disguished false prophets increase who prophesy for profit and status, sup-
ported by most church members who are deep into turning away from truth and
being turned into fables. And if you have trouble accepting that this has hap-
pened to 21st century Christianity, then just look at what happened to all God"s
people in Judah and Israel, including the official prophets and priests, during
the destruction and desolation phases of Jerusalem around 587 B.C.

What a difference 852 years makes in the perspective of God's people and of
their influential leaders, how many overlapping generations would you call that,
about 852/70 if we use “the day of our lives” of Pslam 90:10, or a total of
approximately 12 overlapping generations; or you consider children, parents, and
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grandparents--3 generations living at the same time--1srael and Judah would
have gone through 4 overlapping generations between organization as a nation
at Mount Sinai and disintegration as a nation 4 overlapping generations later.
The 852 years of the nation of Judah, somewhat less of Israel, was not even a
century; however, on the other hand it is much greater than the less than 300
years of the United States. How much change in religious or godly perspective
do you think there were in the 70 influential leaders that went up on Mount
Sinai with Moses to receive the national covenant with God, and the 70 influen-
tial leaders of Judah hiding in the basement of the Temple in worship and ser-
vice of 70 distinct idols of the cities of Judah (Ezekiel 8:9-12); and it was even
worse the relgious convictions of those former 70 elders who said, “The LORD
does not see us, the LORD has forsaken the land.” (Ezekial 8:12b)

What a high point of history it was at Sinai for the new nation of Israel in
approximately 1445 B.C. {3 months out of Egypt, Exodus 19:1}.

“And Moses went up to God, and the LORD called to him from the moun-
tain, saying, ‘Thus you shall say to the house of Jacob {son of Isaac and
gradson of Abraham, God changed his name to Israel}, and tell the children
of Israel: You have seen what I did to the Egyptians, and how 1 bore you
on eagles' wings and brought you to Myself. Now there, if you will indeed
obey My voice and keep My covenant, then you shall be A SPECIAL TREA-
SURE TO ME ABOVE ALL PEOPLE, for all the earth is Mine. And you shall
be to Me A KINGDOM OF PRIESTS AND A HOLY NATION.” (Exodus
19:3-6)

NOTE: This is more the heart and basis of the covenant than anything
else, that God's plan was for a NATION that, in His own words, would be:

(1). A Special Treasure to Me above all people;
(2) A Kingdom of Priests and a holy nation.
Of course, even here you hear the conditional words of the Covenant or

Contract with God, “if you will indeed obey My voice and keep My cove-
nant”.
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1. Contract from God's side given to Moses then to the elders.

“So Moses came and called for the elders of the people, and laid before
them all these words which the LORD commanded him.” (Exodus 19:7)

2. Contract from the side of God's people.

“Then all the people answered together and said, ‘All that the LORD has
spoken we will do." So Moses brought back the words of the people to the
LORD.” (Exodus 19:8)

NOTE: So the circle of the covenant was complete: from God to Moses,
to the elders, to the people, the answer of the people; and the words of
the people taken back from the people to God.

3. Yet there still remained a dedicated worship ceremony to impress on the
people the seriousness of the vow before God that they had taken.

Per God's instructions, Moses told the people that God would come down to them
in a thick cloud on the third day, after they consecrated themselves and
washed; so that on that third day on the mountain in the morning were thunder-
ing, lightnings, a thick cloud, and a deafening trumpet sound which caused the
people to tremble (Exodus 19:16).

4. Later at the same mountain, the Covenant was affirmed with Israel as Moses,
Aaron, Nadab, Abihu, and 70 of the elders worshipped from afar, only Moses
went near (Exodus 24:1)

At least something was consistent, the 70 influential elders in the basement
worshipped from afar, the distance of the basement from in public in the Tem-
ple above; and the 70 elders, over 12 generations previously {4 overlapping gen-
erations}, worshipped afar on Mount Sinai. However, Who they worshipped was
not consistent: on Mount Sinai, they worshipped the God of Moses, Abraham,
Isaac, and Jacob--the God of their forefathers, and just Who happend to be
the LORD of the Universe and the God of Creation, “for all the earth is Mine”
(Exodus 19:5), they had been reminded in the generalities of the Covenant ear-
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as really: (1) idolatry, (2) sames as the robbing of temples, and (3) same as a
practice of “den of thieves” from Jeremiah and Jesus, which is really the sub-

version of houses of God! for personal gain.

1-4: JEREMIAH AND PROPHESY II1 (alias The Cause, Cure, and
Calamity of Idolatry)

Many of you have partipated in the Bible Studies in Jeremiah and Prophesy at
the 3 levels during the last almost 3 years, so that you will recognize in this
book some of the web pages and monthly newsletters under the titles below,
albeit quite often with modifications and renewed interest and integration into a
book.

1. Of course, this includes “the temple of God” in the Christian body.

“*_..behold, I will send and take all the families of the north®, says the
LORD, "and Nebuchadnezzar the king of Babylon, My servant, and will
bring them against this land, against its inhabitants, and against these
nations all around, and will uttterly destroy them, and make them an aston-
ishment, a hissing, and perpetual desolations.*” (Jeremiah 25:9)

NOTE: Even as flowers and trees are annual or perpetual, so this desola-
tion on the Middle East was determined right here to be permanently per-
petual.

1-5: (XIV) Cup of Fury on All Inhabitants of the Earth Predicted
(Jeremiah 25:15-38)

“For behold, 1 begin to bring calamity on the city which is called by My

name, and should you be utterly unpunished? You shall not be unpunished,
for 1 will call for a sword on all the inhabitants of the earth,” says the

LORD of hosts." “ (Jeremiah 25:29)

For thus says the LORD God of Israel to me (Jeremiah): "Take this wine
cup of fury from My hand, and cause all the nations, to whom 1 send you,
to drink it." (Jeremiah 25:15)

The way the world is trying to ignore the cause of calamities today as from God,
would almost make one think, if carried away by numbers instead of the truth
of the Bible, that God has only short-term memory. That God has forgotten
about this CUP OF FURY that He promised to make all the nations of the earth
drink back there in 587 B.C. with the destruction of Jerusalem. No, we are
thinking about human characteristics, ot the characteristics of the God of Cre-
ation, the Bible, and the Father of the Lord Jesus Christ. The calamity of all

calamities, also a calamity of the second kind?, is when God intervenes at the
end of time--and at the same time as the Second Coming of Christ--to destroy
the world wide army that comes against Jerusalme and the camp of the saints.
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NOTE: Upton Sinclair borrowed the phrase Cup of Fury to write a book
about all his writing friends like Sinclair Lewis, Jack London, Ernest Hem-
mingway, and many more to were determined to be only social drinkers of
alcohol, but who died an early and miserable death directly as a result of
this booze; but originally here in Jeremiah it refers to the final judgment
of God, already determined on the whole earth, when the old earth will be
destroyed and the new earth will be ushered in.

1-6: WORLD REVOLUTION OF THE ARAB/MUSLIMS MORE
THAN TERROISM:

1. The World Wide Revolution of the Arab/Muslims {Jihad} Inevitably leads to
the last historical event {prediction of the Bible} of this old earth age.3

Never forget that the final historical act for this old world, Revelation 20:9,
will be as a gigantic army surrounds Jerusalem and the camp of the saints.
{Granted it is hard to think of the US and the UK as saints, but they are the
best nations of Christianity offered today!} The US now has a big, eligible camp,
like a fortress for spying and warfare in the Middle East; the Muslim Arabs
already have Israel surrounded north {Lebanon, and Syria}, west {Gaza and
Iran}, east {Jordan}, and south {many countries who like the Arabs and Muslim
both hate Israel and the US {even 6 out of 10 Pakistanis hate the US}, and
desire vehemently the destruction of Jerusalem. Not to mention the many coun-
tries of the world that might support the Arab-Muslims in a showdown, looing
for an opening to beat down the US when and if it looks feasible, like North
Korea, Pakistan, China, Russia; and yes, even France and Italy. You see we are
much closer to the fulfillment of the predictive prophesy of Revelation 20:9

2. Most of the calamities mentioned in this book, like the intense and unparalled series of calamities on the United States
since 911, are of the first kind. These are calamities that God brings on His own people, like on the Judah and Jerusalem
of Jeremiah, in order to secure obedience.

3. Isit being implied here that the current national extreme of toleration toward idolatry of the Muslims and many other rel-
gious groups in this country will aid in the progression of the great end war as the Arab/Muslims come against Jerusalem
and the camp of the saints. Well, let us put it this way: it certainly does not help! For example, consider that we with our
national pride on toleration toward many gods have not to consider either the jealosy, love, preeminence, or cup of fury of
the Great God of this nation and of the Universe. Like the Jews of Jerusalem in 587 B.C., we have come to think more
highly of the opinions of others than of our God!
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than we think, much closer than the fundamentalists led by Scoffield on escha-
tology want us to believe! As it is developed, see as part of Research and Devel-
opment, listed above and right, Terrorism Or Arab/Muslim World Revolution?.
Much of this is based on personal experience with Arabs and Muslims, teaching
in Algeria and Saudi Arabia, and instructing Libyians and Iranians at Lee College
in Baytown.

2. The desire of the Arab/Muslim for destruction of the Jews is very deep-
seated.

This is rarely done by this author, but it is obvious the time to share a personal
experience which happened at the American Embassy in Jeddah, Saudi Arabia.

Christian worship services are not allowed in Saudi Arabia, but at the American
Embassy it is possible to have “Social Welfare Services”. | preached from the
book of Ephesians, on the only unity between Jew and Arabs {all Gentiles} avail-

able in Christ?, at one of those Welfare Services; and really was pleased to
note, before and after, the seeminly attentive listerners of Christian persua-
sions from Palestine, Lebanon, America, and other parts of the world. You know
after the service was over, 1 was really gullible enough to think, as the worship-
pers present expressed their appreciation for the message, that we had found
agreement on “the enmity between Jews and Gentiles”, between especially
Christian Arabs and Jews; however, as 1 waited outside the Embassy for a ride,
discussing many things with a Palestinian recently replaced from his home in
Jerusalem by the Jewish settlement, how wrong I was. Among other things this
professed Christian Arab, a photographer for the Embassy, said “1 wish Hitler
had killed them all {meaning the Jews}.

4. “For He Himself is our peace, who has made both one, and has broken down the middle wall of separation, having abol-
ished in His flesh the enmity, that is, the law of commandments contained in ordinances, so as to create in Himself one
new man from the two, thus making peace, and that He might reconcile them both to God in one body through the cross,
thereby putting to death the enmity. And He came and preached peace to you who were afar off and to those who were
near: for through Him we both have access by one Spirit to the Father.” (Ephesians 2:14-18)
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And once again, as we are reminded so often, both the Jews and the Arab/Mus-
lims have legitimate legal and , to a certain extent, historical claims to the land.

3. No real solution apart from Unity in Christ.

Many of us have stated that there is no real solution, apart from unity in Christ,
between the Arab/Muslims and the Jews, both of whom have these legitimate
claims to the land; and for a while it looked as though the only functional solu-
tion might be two separate states in Palestine. However, in reality, it is looking
more each day like we can expect soon, almost any time, the end time event
where God destroys heaven and earth at the same time as He destroys, and also
with the Second Coming of Christ, the vast army which attacks Jerusalem and
the camp of the saints. We see little or nothing of the two prior conditions of
(1) the Falling Away, and (2) a visual on the son of perdition of 11 Thessalonians
that remains to be fufilled before the Second Coming and the End. The self-
denial of church members, especially fundamentalists with their false postulate
of a “caught up to meet the risen dead in the air” before the Second Coming,
which they call with a non-biblical and Latin word “rapture”, does that affect
the realities we really see in churches and Christianity of the Falling Away; and
as for the visual on the son of perdition, the most outstanding characteristics
are (1) men of war, (2) with the pride to stand in the temple, acting like God and
claiming to be God, a prototype Arab/Mulsim leader, or even group of such lead-
ers who obviously like Gaza, Iran, Syria, and the West Bank and many displaced
Palestinians desire the destruction of Jerusalem, almost and already fulfill this
prior second condition for the Second Coming. Except for the emotional out-
bursts of the fundamentalists, without solid Bible support and primarily on the
philosophies of the Scoffield notes, from a divorced lawyer and pastor of the
First Congregationalists church in Dallas, there are no reasons to delay the end
for some kind of fictional rapture before some kind of one thousand years.

4. There are two things you can count for the future.
(1). The historical event that will make the One Day of the LORD and Lord is

when Christ comes to destroy the army attacking Jerusalem and the camp of
the saints.
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(2). Palestine, or “The Promised Land” to use the words of God is “My Land”,
God says.

“For behold, in those days and at that time, when I bring back the captives
of Judah and Jerusalem {the restoration set “those days” up but did not
fulfill all of this prophetic prediction}, 1 will gather all nations, and bring
them down to the Valley of Jehosphaphat; and I will enter into judgment
with them there on account of My people, My heritage Israel, whom they
have scattered among the nations; they have also divided up My land.”
(Joel 3:1-2)

This, that same end time event when Christ intervenes to destroy this army
brought into the Valley of Jehosphat, is when the Land of Israel and Palestine,
or the Promised Land will no longer be divided; however, it will be “My land” on
the same location but part of the new earth under the new heaven, and further-
more on Mount Zion will be lowered the New Jerusalem.

1-6: A Large Part of the Idolatry Today {the robbing of temples of
Romans 1:25) is the desecration of houses of God for profit and status.

This is a free online Bible Study on
Jeremiah and prophesy. One of our biggest problems in American Christianity
today is by those who seek to make a profit {prosperity} or status out of their
missionary efforts. It robs temples (Romans 2:22) and creates idols and l1dola-
try. It is so dangerous because Americans have accepted it as the norm. The
greedy love it! There is a vast gap between a Christian philosophy which recog-
nizes that the laborer is worthy of his fire, that the Bible does teach satisfac-
tion with a basic living, and this false gospel of prosperity and health of today!
Behind most of these false leaders who exemplify the personal goals, like the
savage wolves Paul condemned (Acts 20:29,30), of personal profit {prosperity}
and status!

Even as the SBC does not belong to fundamentalists today for their own per-
sonal profit and gain, so in any local church where there is the misuse of that
house of God for personal gain, it is considered by the Bible as IDOLATRY, in
the words of Romans 1:15, it is the “robbing of temples”. And then beyond that
and on the more positive side, where Christians have become mature enough to
recognize the teachings of the Bible that the human body with the new birth
becomes a temple of God; and more than that, a church of people is a living,
organic living temple of the Living God, the real purpose driven motivation for
any Christian must be ‘THE GLORY OF GOD IN THE CHRISTIAN CALLING”.

Fundamentalists have desired to leave their mark on history: they have done
that in the takeover and control of the SBC for the last approximately 25 years.
Now, it is time for them to pass back into the archives of history. Unfortu-
nately that fiction that they are literalists on the Bible remains, while in reality
they are far more literal on the Scoffield Notes about eschatology. You must
notice that they limite themselves to only a few of the many God-given Scrip-
tures of the Bible; and then they take those few Scriptures out of the total
context. One good example is how they quote Jeremiah to support the Gospel
of Prosperity when the promise is for the children of those take captive to Bab-
ylon and only then in 70 years, and temporal.

“Therefore be imitators of God as dear children. And walk in love, as
Christ also has loved us and given Himself for us, an offering and a sacri-
fice to God for a sweet-smelling aroma. But fornication and all uncleaness
or covetousness, let it not even be named among you, as is fitting for
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saints; neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor coarse jesting, which are
not fitting, but rather giving of thanks. For this you know that no fornica-
tor, unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater {food for
thought before the rest of the book, a covetous man is an idolater}, has
any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and God. Let no one deceive you
with empty words, for because of these things {abominations in Jeremiah}
the wrath of God comes upon the sons of disobedience.” (Ephesians 5:1-6)
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a series of calamities, much like on this nation since the 911 of eight years ago,
to the extent as lsaiah stated that no room was left on their backs for more
stripes, and it did no good in the sight of God, Jeremiah of that century and
America of today having an obvious similarity in a series of calamities as part of
an absence of continued peace and blessings from God, as far as we know part
of our northern kingdom of Canada has not already gone into desolation and cap-
tivity, nor do we like Judah in the time of Jeremiah face an eminent desolation
and captivity.

A2-1: What Then Is Most Similar Between the Judah of Jeremiah and
the United States today?

1. American Churches today place their confidence in their church buildings,
and associated organizations and denominations, for salvation just like Gods
people of Jeremiah did in the temple as a House of God. Each Sabbath, the
chant of their worship service, much like the superficialities of praise songs
today in churches, was The temple of the LORD, the temple of the LORD, the
temple of the LORD are these. The God Who supplied the very words to Jere-
miah (see Jeremiah 1:9), called the words of this repetitive praise song lying
words primarily because the temple was no longer a House of God and of prayer.
Granted the people still attended, and it seems as though the temple atten-
dance was both high on the Sabbath as on other days of the week, for Jeremiah
was instructed by God to stand at the gates of the LORDs house every day to
proclaim to them this word of the words supplied by God (see Jeremiah 7:2).
The first introductory words of this famous Temple Message supplied by the
LORD to all you of Judah who enter in at these gates to worship the LORD
(Jeremiah 7:2) had two points, the second of which was that it was at the pres-
ent point in the history of Gods people that it was a lie to call these buildings of
the temple, the city of Jerusalem, and the nation of Judah a temple and a place
of Gods dwelling and habitation as it had previously been.Thus says the LORD of
hosts {God uses this word for Himself when He wants to be known primarily as
the God of the Gentiles, where most of His people is going to come from the
Gentiles instead of from the few of the Jews, and when He wants to place
emphasis on Himself as the God of the whole universe, for example you will find
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in Jeremiah 1:5 that God Himself called and ordained Jeremiah to be a prophet
to the nations}

“_..Do not trust in these lying words, saying, The temple of the LORD, the
temple of the LORD, the temple of the LORD are these.” (Jeremiah 7:3a
and 7:4)

2. The first point of the introduction to the Temple Message of Jeremiah 7,
also reminds us of a similarity between Jeremiah and America in that Gods own
people, according to God Himself in the words He gave to Jeremiah, were in
deep trouble: they must AMEND THEIR WAYS AND DOINGS just in order to
stay in this place--Judah and America--safe, secure, and in comfort. {In this
place summarizes Peace and Prosperity.}

“Thus says the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Amend your ways and
your doings, and 1 will cause you to dwell in this place.” (Jeremiah 7:3)

Surely few searchers after the Bible would claim righteousness and godliness as
either a characteristic of our nation today or of the churches and surely as lack
of attendance and disbanding of Wednesday night prayer meetings invade have
come to dominant even the most conservative of churches and denominations, or
even real and effective with God the Father prayer, would many American
church members claim for their churches or their denominations and nation,
effectual fervent prayer that gets relief from God from these incessant series
of calamities on the nation since 911.

3. In America like in Judah, we face both (1) a more stringent calamity than
even the series of calamities since 911 culminating in the current economic crisis
and (2) a second terminal calamity of the destruction of the heavens and earth.

In fact the terminal calamity of earth destruction before the new earth is ush-
ered in by God where He populated the new people chosen from each generation,
and from many Gentiles with a few Jews is far more eminent for us than it was
for Gods people of Jeremiah. {Of course the Jews have the New Jerusalem
lowered down from heaven on the new earth with the fathers house of many
mansions and the Jewish Apostles of Jesus as the leaders, while the Gentiles
have the surrounding territories of the new earth within easy access to the
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New Jerusalem where God and Christ dwell forever and in which is the fountain
of life and living waters.}

(1). The desolation and calamity that is more immediate as chastisement
from God to generate more dedication, and that is not the end calamity of all
time.Nevertheless in those days {and shortly we must go up to page for a defi-
nition from God of those days}, says the LORD, I will not make a complete end
of you. (Jeremiah 5:18)

(2). We now know from the history in Jeremiah (Jeremiah 29) that those
imminent days, only a few years, brought on Judah and Jerusalem the captivity
of Babylon however in Isaiah and in this fifth chapter of Jeremiah it was an
eminent prediction of prophecy {prophesy most generally has two elements in
prophesy as defined in the Bible, especially in 1 Corinthians 14: (1) predomi-
nantly a message for the people now in that generation and (2) a predictive ele-
ment and sometimes like in Joel, Amos, Jeremiah and Isaiah, a prediction of two
time spans, a few years and then for the end times}, with a description of this
nation.

Behold, 1 will bring a nation against you from afar, O house of lIsrael {in
your study of Jeremiah, in spite of at the history of this point where the
kingdom of Israel was divided into the two nations of Judah to the south
and including Jerusalem and lIsrael to the north around Samaria and
Damascus, you will find Gods words to Jeremiah centered sometimes (1)
Israel as all of Gods people of the north, south and captivity (2) Gods peo-
ple of the northern kingdom of Israel and (3) sometimes specifically to
Judah and Jerusalem}, says the LORD. It is a mighty nation. It is an
ancient nation, a nation whose language you do not know, nor can you
understand what they say. Their quiver is like an open tomb they are all
mighty men. And they shall eat up your harvest and your bread, which
your sons and daughters should eat. They shall eat up your flocks and your
herds they shall eat up your vines and your fig trees they shall destroy
your fortified cities {this is background in Jeremiah 1-6 to understand the
praise chant of the Temple Message of chapter 7 where the people in wor-
ship spoke the lying words of the temple of the LORD, the temple of the
LORD, the temple of the LORD are THESE, the plurality of these buildings
including the fortified cities as well as the temple buildings and the nation},
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in which you trust {often the Temple Message as here speaks of the MIS-
PLACED FAITH of the people in their buildings}, with the sword. (Jeremiah
5:15-17)

(3). You can not miss in Jeremiah, like in Isaiah, that the ultimate calamity of
the ultimate curse from God in the final destruction of heavens and earth is also
mentioned. Yes, the Prophet to the Nations has a prophecy not only for all
nations, but also for all nations of all times and as surely as we in the United
States are part of the world and the planet earth, so we also--Gods people and
all residents {See New Earth and Heavens at link below} must experience this
ultimate curse and calamity from God of the destruction of the heavens and the
earth!

“Thus says the LORD of hosts {yes, this comes from the God of the Gen-
tiles and Jews and the LORD of the universe}: Behold, disaster shall go
forth from nation to nation, and a great whirlwind shall be raised up from
the farthest parts of the earth.” (Jeremiah 25:32)

NOTE: If you have doubts that this message is to all nations of all times,
and about the end times, then please also read the words above it in Jere-
miah 25:30,31 where you will note such key words and phrases as: the
LORD has a controversy with the nations against all the inhabitants of the
earth and a noise will come to the ends of the earth.

4. Formality over Spirituality was, according to God and according to the Tem-
ple Message that God gave Jeremiah, especially as you see in the words of Jer-
emiah 7:21-24 {please read the message/chapter on Formality versus
Spirituality in Worship, chapter 29 of HIDEOUT FOR BAD HABITS} dominated
the attendance and worship of Gods people of Jeremiah just like it does today
in the churches of America.

5. Like in America today, Judah was in a series of prolonged calamities called
chastisements for correction and righteousness by God--alias, a Curse from
God instead of a Blessing and yet like today, the leaders and prophets of the
nation claimed that the people were both good and that their great nation would
again prosper and experience PEACE.

When you have a prolonged series of blessings on a nation like most of the his-
tory of the United States, except for some minor pertubations like the Civil
War, then the Bible defines that as a BLESSING from God: when you have a
prolonged series of calamities like in this country since 911 from terrorism,
floods, fire, earthquakes, hurricanes, droughts, and economic crisis, the Bible
defines that as a CURSE. If you desire to be more optimistic, like most of our
prophets and prophesy today in the sense of speaking the church of I Corinthi-
ans 14, then you might refer to the last seven or so years of these unusual
disasters in America since 911 as either: (1) a withholding temporarily of Gods
blessing, and still according to the Bible, that is a CURSE or as a few bolder
modern prophets have done, say (2) God has withdraw the umbrella of protec-
tion over this nation, and again according to the Bible that is a CURSE from
God. {For details of the extensive nature of the blessings in a BLESSING and
the curses or calamities in a CURSE, read Deuteronomy 28.}

For any nation of Gods people, like for Israel in the past and for the United
States today as the world leader in the Fullness of the Gentiles where the Gos-
pel has been spread to every nation there are always two options under the
leadership and protection of God, and only two options: (1) the option of national
blessings, most generally referred to as PEACE where material well-being is
implied, also comfort and security, on the country called for short a BLESSING
and (2) the option of national curses, most generally called DESOLATION
where it is on land, people, weather, animals, and even the plants and crops of
the land or calamities on a country call for short a CURSE. All of this started
when God first called a nation to be His own people, out of Egypt and into the
wilderness where the laws on Mount Sinai were formulated for a people as Gods
own peculiar people. {You will find that God in Jeremiah refers to the forefa-
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thers in the wilderness all the way up to the generation of Jeremiah as first-
fruits of a people of God, which is exactly what was the intention of God.} It
received impetus and popularity among the people of God at the very height of
the power of the nation in the world, during the 40 year reign of King Solomon
and is most clearly seen and heard at the dedication of the Temple in Jerusalem
when God again, like in the initial covenant between Israel and Himself, sets
forth the two options a BLESSING and a CURSE.

SPECIAL NOTE: To assist in this series of Bible Studies, you may want to read
some more background on all of the Prophets, on how their job was as a spokes-
man for God to the Kings and to all the nations. It will help to look at Prophets,
Isaiah as a sweep on all prophesy, and related matters on the quotProphets To
Nationsquot page of this website.

A2-2: Some General Characteristics of Jeremiah to assist you in the
Study.

1. Jeremiah is the book of backsliding in fact, Jeremiah defines and sets the
standards of backsliding as the word while being found 14 times in the book of
Jeremiah, is found in that ing form only two other times in the Bible, once in
Proverbs 14:14 and once in Hosea.

2. Jeremiah is a book about PEACE. Like backsliding, Peace is prominent word
in the book however, there is a startling contrast as only God and Jeremiah say
there is no longer any peace for the nation of Judah and the Prophets all preach
peace when there is no peace and the people believe it because they want it so!

3. Therefore also, Jeremiah is a book of DESOLATION: desolation which God
declared would soon happen to Jerusalem and the cities of Judah desolation to
the temple and worship of God a desolation which the people still denied both
publicly in their worship and daily in their total ways and doings.
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4. Like lsaiah one hundred years before it, Jeremiah records both the actual
events of history as the destruction of Jerusalem and Babylonian Captivity, and
records the prediction of the event, also like Isaiah, records what Gods people
in Judah and of that time were saying and thinking, and the way they lived,
especially in religious practices. Primarily it records the message of God for
the people right then, always the dominant part of Prophecy. In Jeremiah God
tries to reason with the people on what He considered wrong that they consid-
ered right, listing many of their excuses for unrighteousness and abominations,
and many of the lying words that they used to justify, rationalize, and excuse
the way they lived.

5. The Temple Message of Jeremiah is unlike any message that you have ever
heard or will ever read as it has nothing good to say to Gods own people and
much to say about what they are doing wrong.

Few people then would listen to the temple message of Jeremiah, and also few
will listen to it today as applying to them in spite of their conviction that they
are also Gods people and the nation of God! Here is a short outline, unadulter-
ated and in the words of God and of the book of Jeremiah, for you to consider
the startling nature of the message.

6. Comparison of ears and listening in Jeremiah with the itching ears of the
Falling Away and of 11 Timothy 4:3,4. {Brief introduction of backsliding as a
final subset of the Falling Away, and incident the precipice at which the church
in America now stands, ready to fall over, that of simultaneously turned away
truth while turning into fables. Whatever you say or think of churches in
America today in terms of the Falling Away from God, Christ, and the Bible, you
must see: (1) we are now at and have gone through the first three stages of the
Falling Away of 11 Timothy 4:3,4 as (1) there is much intolerance toward sound
doctrine in Christianity and the churches, growing every day (2) wants, desires,
and personal motivations have taken the place of Christ and the spirit in
churches call it whatever you want, democracy or sin and (3) Bible teachers and
preachers, like termites, are coming out of the wood work as an obvious sign of
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the times--on TV, in pulpits, and in Bible classes and conferences, those with
something new and different to say, quite often with false special revelations.}

(1). AMEND YOUR WAYS AND DOINGS. Have you heard or read that mes-
sage today? For way thing you may not have heard or considered that your life
style as a church member and citizen could be referred to as ways and doings.
However, as you begin to look at the details of Jeremiah, you will appreciate it
as an adequate description of all in the lives of Gods people at the time: their
social life, their religious life in the temple and at home and in the streets and
on the roof tops of Jerusalem and in all the cities of Judah their activities on
every hilltop and in the valleys, the thoughts and sayings of the princes of the
governments, the prophets, the priests, and all the people in the land. Like so
much of the Temple Message, the exact words were dictated by God to Jere-
miah.Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, Amend your ways and
doings, and 1 will cause you to dwell in this place. (Jeremiah 7:3)

(2). DO NOT TRUST IN LYING WORDS. (Jeremiah 7:4)a. The lying words
of the temple of the LORD, the temple of the LORD, the temple of the LORD
are these. (7:4)b. The lying words which could not profit them of 7:8-10 where
the people said, we are delivered to do all these abominations (7:10) {DO NOT
TRUST IN LYING WORDS THAT CAN NOT PROFIT.}

NOTE: We must look more carefully at these excuses, what they meant to
Gods people and what they meant to God and exactly what they meant in
the context of Jeremiah.

(3) 1 HAVE SEEN THAT MY HOUSE IN YOUR EYES HAS BECOME A DEN
OF THIEVES. (Jeremiah 7:11) God did not consider His House a Den of Thieves,
nor was that His intention when Solomon first dedicated the Temple. It was to
be a house of prayer and a house of worship. However, if the people thought it
through, in their hearts it had to be like a Den of Thieves where criminals would
go out and commit all kinds of crimes and abominations, and then for security
and comfort run to their hideouts periodically.

(4). God will do to this House and this Place, what He did to Shiloh in the
northern kingdom of Israel: GOD WILL CAST OUT OF HIS SIGHT THE PEO-
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
